1. Apologies: To receive apologies and to approve reasons for absence - none
2. Declarations of Interest:

5. Progress reports: for information & discussion
a. Village Flat – It has been reported that there is a damp patch in the master bedroom.  It was agreed that the chairman would acquire 3 quotations to have it repaired.
b. Village Shop – Mr Hanif was present to answer questions on his planning application for change of use
· The Chairman advised Mr Hanif that he would need to officially ask the Council for permission to submit an application.

· The Chairman assured Mr Hanif that the Council were not against him improving his business as long as it was for the benefit of the village however Mr Hanif would have to supply the Council with a letter stating exactly what he intends to do.  
· Mr Hanif said that he could assure the Council that the shop and post office would still exist.  He intends to serve teas, coffee and cake during the day.  Evenings he would serve pizza & burgers, Fridays & Saturday he would serve curries which would be cooked offsite.

f. SWDP

A consultation on the proposed additional housing sites and related changes to the SWDP ended on 17th November. The results of that consultation will be considered by the Inspector as part of his next three hearings:-

· Commencing 24 February 2015 at the Sixways Stadium, looking at SWDP policies one to seven (the basis for how the plan has been compiled, housing and employment sites selected etc) and the strategic sites (the major “urban extensions” proposed on the edges of Worcester, where some of the largest housing developments have been allocated)

· Commencing 14 April 2015 at the Sixways Stadium, considering development management policies (the detailed rules that future planning applications will be assessed against, covering, for example, the proportion of affordable housing to be included in residential developments)

· Commencing 12 May 2015 at the Worcester University Arena in Hylton Road, focusing on proposed sites in the main towns and villages in south Worcestershire.
g. Parish Plan – no volunteers yet, defer
h. The Dolphin Inn – outstanding work will commence by the end of January 2015
i. Lengthsman – CC Tucker offered to speak to WCC regarding digging out the run off in Throckmorton. They have agreed to carry out carriageway maintenance and put in a new edge support on trial.  WCC are aware of the drainage issue and will investigate.
j. Throckmorton Airfield use – Informal meeting will take place twice a year with Qinetiq Manageress.  The Chair and CC Tucker will attend the first meeting in February.  
k. Vehicle Activated Sign – Agreed to pay £30.00 for the repair. It was agreed that the sign must be inspected by a Councillor before and after erection each time.  Clerk to speak to Tom Comerford of Highways to enquire where the sign can be erected in Throckmorton.
6. New Homes Bonus – it was agreed to defer an expenditure decision till after May 2015, but in the meantime the views of residents would be sought via the newsletter in February / March, to see if any other options could be identified in addition to the 3 current suggestions.
7. Babylon Lane / Main Street parking & visibility problems it was agreed that a mirror was not a good idea.  Clerk to mention in the next newsletters that driving on the verge is causing damage.  CC Tucker will speak to highways.

8. To discuss planning applications

W/14/02834 – Plum Tree Cottage, Main Street

Proposed single story extension revision to W/14/01887/PP – it was agreed that the Council have no objection
W/14/02709 – Land between Rose Cottage & Lynley, Broad Lane

Proposed erection of one detached cottage with garage & landscaping – it was agreed that the Council support this application however the drainage issues were discussed.
W/14/02605 – Bishampton Village Store

Plans do not have sufficient information and it looks like there is insufficient ventilation for these cooking facilities which would create an environmental impact on neighbours.  As landlord the Council are taking these matters up with the tenant
