Minutes: It was proposed by Mrs Faiers seconded Mr Barber and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 2nd February 2015 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: No report.
District Councillors’ report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 2nd February 2015:  
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that work was ongoing to repair / replace damaged stiles. 
Highways: It was proposed Mrs Faiers, seconded Mr Barber and resolved to purchase a new vehicle actuated sign to replace the one at Sailor’s bank so that traffic data can be obtained. The cost is about £3,000. It is understood that Cllr Groves will contribute £1,000 and that the district Councillors will contribute £350. There may also be assistance from the highways department.
Allotments: Mr Steel had reported that the tree work on the allotments had gone well and that villagers were pleased to have the opportunity to obtain logs / wood chips. The fence repair had been completed to a good standard.
Anti Social Behaviour:  No reports

Village Hall: Mr Beard reported on the options available for the additional car park. The cost was likely to be of the order of £27,000.
SWDP: Cllr Swinburn reported on a joint meeting with the county council to discuss the spine road through the Temple Laugherne development. It had been accepted that the road should be on the west of the development designed for 60mph with additional land available for the future. 
Broadheath Common: It was reported that Mr Wedd had heard from the bank that the common accounts had been located. Further information was awaited. A complaint had been received concerning damage to the common from horses. The clerk to write to local stables asking them to keep to the bridle path.  
Vicarage Green: The gate at the Grange Road end of the PROW 529 will not open to allow pushchairs etc through. The clerk to report this to Countryside Service.

Suspension of Standing Orders: 
Mr Morris reported that road gulleys were blocked in Martley Road, Hallow Lane and Bell Lane, the clerk to advise highways.
To consider bids for 106 funds:
The provision of a MUGA (Multi Use Games Area) was discussed and it was agreed that it would receive further consideration. The cost would be of the order of £76,415. MHDC would be advised that the council would be seeking 106 funds to enable this facility to be provided.
