The Minutes of the Meeting of Berrow Parish Council
Held at  Berrow and Pendock Village Hall on Tuesday 3rd March  2015 at 8.00pm.

1. Apologies:  Apologies were received from Cllr Geoff Shail.
2. Declaration of Interests : Councillors were reminded that they should keep their Register of Interests up to date.  There were no personal interests declared in respect of items on the Agenda.
3. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 9th December 2014 were approved as a true record of the meeting and signed.
4. Progress Reports:

a. Berrow & Pendock Village Hall Lease:   
· It was reported that the Land Registry Office had declined to accept the amenity land as being owned by the Church and therefore could not accept it as part of the lease.  The remainder of the lease entitlement has been registered.

It was proposed and accepted that a letter be written  to the Landlords recognising that they were unable to prove ownership of this land and absolving the Village Hall from liability of the amenity land.  It was also agreed that no further legal investigations or actions be taken.

· A donation of £500 had been received from the Parochial Church Council as a contribution towards the lease costs and a letter of thanks on behalf of the two parish Councils had been sent.

· A cheque had been received for £36 being an overpayment to Masefield Solicitors, £18 of which to be forwarded to Pendock Parish Council.
b. Road Closure – Chase End Street:  The work done in December had proved to be inadequate so a meeting was held on Friday 20th February at which it was agreed that Bromsberrow Estates would be contracted by Severn Trent to complete all remaining drainage works including compacting the embankment edges and clearing the silt from the culverts.  To date they have opened up the blocked drains on the eastern side of the road.
c. M50 – Horse Bridge, A438 Road Closure:  A plan of works had recently been received from the contractors and due to situations beyond their control it was considered unlikely that the road would be open again before July 2015.

c. Due to a change in the law a letter had been received absolving Berrow Parish Council from arranging the audit of the Village Hall Committee accounts from 2016.

a. The Clerk was asked to see if she could get Highways to unblock the drain that runs under the B4208 above Whitings Farm.  She was also asked to remind Highways that Netherley Lane was deteriorating and needed attention.
