The Minutes of the Annual Meeting of Berrow Parish Council
Held at  Berrow and Pendock Village Hall on Tuesday 19th May 2015 at 8.00pm.
Present: Cllrs.  Richard Fellows,  Mike Thomas,  Ruth Coates, Geoff Shail and Angela Tomkinson.

14th May
1. Election of Chairman: Cllr Richard Fellows was proposed by Cllr Mike Thomas   and seconded by Cllr Ruth Coates, there being no other nominations Cllr Richard Fellows took the chair and signed the declaration of Acceptance of Office.
2. Apologies:  No apologies were received.
3. Election of Vice-Chairman:  Cllr Ruth Coates   was proposed, seconded and accepted the office.
4. Declaration of Interests : Councillors were reminded that they should keep their Register of Interests up to date.  There were no personal interests declared in respect of items on the Agenda.
5. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 3rd March 2015 were approved as a true record of the meeting and signed.
6. Parish Council Vacancy:  Anne Lewis was proposed by Geoff Shail and seconded by Angela Tomkinson and Paul Lewis was proposed by Ruth Coates and seconded by Mike Thomas to fill the vacancies left after the election and duly accepted the position.
7. Progress Reports:

a. M50 Horse Bridge: The Clerk reported that she had received a further notification from Costain Ltd which continued to state that the road would be open by the end of July 2015.  
b. Road Closure – Chase End Street:  The Clerk had continued to chase up the contractors and was now in a position to report that repair work would start next week.
8. Financial Report:  
a. Approve the Financial Statements for the year ending 31st March 2015: The financial statements for 2014/5 were proposed by Cllr Geoff Shail   and seconded by  Angela Tomkinson and unanimously approved and adopted.
b. Annual Return Governance Statement:  The Council reviewed each of the governance statements set out in the Annual Return and were happy that they had complied with all. The Annual Return was duly signed by the Chairman.
c. Insurance :  It was reported that the insurance premium was now due and the Council were pleased to hear that there was no premium increase this year.
d. Redemption of Consolidated Stock: The Clerk reported that she had received notification that the stock was going to be redeemed in July of this year.
9. Lengthsman Scheme:  The clerk reported that she had renewed the contract with Highways and Mr Moore for the coming year.   He had provided the council with a schedule of work amounting to some 19 days.  The total spend permitted by highways was£2120.60.
10. Correspondence: 
a) Planning application ref 15/00220/CPU  4 static caravans for residential occupation at the Duke of York Caravan Park – Approval.
b) Community Exchange – your Neighbourhood Plan – a leaflet to help communities to develop effective sustainable neighbourhood development plans.
c) Adopt a telephone kiosk – what can be done with obsolete telephone boxes
11. Low Bridge – Whiteleaved Oak:    It was reported that a number of vehicles were using SATNAV and coming up from Bromsberrow through Whiteleaved Oak only to find they could not get under the bridge on the way down to Chase End Street.   Gloucestershire County Council would not put a sign up in Bromsberrow.  The Clerk said she would get advice from Worcestershire Highways to see what they suggest.
