MINJTES OF INKBERROW PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD IN THE PAVILION ON 18TH MARCH, 2015.
Present:   Councillors Anthony Hopkins (Chairman), Christopher Burdett, Elizabeth Collins, Rodger Fooks, Richard Jordan, Robin Lunn Jane Neal  and Mrs. Audrey Steel.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:   Apologies for absence were received and accepted from Cncllr. Dinah Griffin.

DEMOCRATIC FIFTEEN MINUTES PUBLIC REPORTS/QUESTION TIME.  Mr. Colin Willis reported that he and Mr. Norman Biggs had completed the yellow parking marking on the Village Hall car park.   Chairman thanked Mr. Willis.

3192.   MINUTES.   The Minutes  of the PC meeting held on 18th February, 2015 had been circulated and it was AGREED the Chairman should sign them as a correct record.
3193.  PROGRESS REPORTS.
Highways.   It was noted that heavy traffic using the Green Lane had ceased.  It was also noted that there was disquiet in the village about the provision of a traffic island at Hill Farm.   This proved to be a rumour and was completely untrue.   It was reported that a number of pavements in the village needed attention.   Cncllr. Clive Holt noted the problem.   Some pavements were made unsafe for pedestrians due to overhanging hedges/shrubs .   A note would be placed in Whats On asking residents to check their boundaries.  Traffic related to the building site on the main road was causing problems with grass verges being eroded and parked cars making it difficult for the school buses.   Clerk would report the problem to the Highways Authority.   A note would be placed in Whats On regarding inconsiderate parking in Windmill Lane again making it difficult for coach/bus drivers to negotiate the road.   It was noted that the War Memorial at Holberrow Green continued to have the verges eroded and some of the newly planted daffodils had been damaged.    
Lengthsman.   No extra work was required but Clerk would notify the Lengthsman of a company at Moonsmoat, Redditch, that would take rubbish free of charge.   

Conservation Area Appraisal.   No progress reported.   Neighbourhood Plan.  No progress to report.   

Village Hall Car Park.   Cncllr. Fooks was in communication regarding direction signs and would report to the next meeting.   Damage was still experienced in the overspill car park, possibly done by ‘buses turning.   The matter of levelling the ground until a new surface can be provided will be placed on the next agenda

Community Speed Watch.   7 volunteers had given their names.   However, due to the amount of interest there was not sufficient equipment to start the scheme in Inkberrow yet.   Inkberrow being next in line for CSW in Worcestershire.   Tennis Club Lease.   Nothing to report.

RFO  Vacancy.    It was agreed a Sub Committee would be formed to appoint a new RFO at the end of the tax /financial year.   PC Involvement in Rural Community Programme.   Cncllrs. Elizabeth Collins, Christpher Burdett and Jane Neal agreed to be involved.
3194.   POLICE REPORT.   The Clerk read out the Police report.

3195.   REPORT OF THE COUNTY COUNCILLOR.   Cncllr. Clive Holt reported that apprenticeship targets for the County held a 200% increase in three years.   The question was asked how much of the 106 Agreement was going to schools, the 100 housing development and Inkberrow School in particular.   Cncllr. Holt asked that Inkberrow School communicate with him.   Cncllr. Mrs. Steel advised that under normal circumstances local Highways and Schools did not benefit direct by 106 payments, it went first into the “County Pot”.   This subject would be included in the PC April agenda.
3196.   REPORT OF THE DISTRICT COUNCILLOR.   The Wychavon and Malvern Hills Districts were now sharing a Managing Director, thus creating substantial saving.   The new Wychavon website was expected to be up and running within a week covering all aspects of DC departments.   The website information would be included in the Inkberrow website.
3197.   FINANCIAL AFFAIRS.   The monthly balance sheet was circulated.   It was AGREED the following outstanding accounts be paid:   Clerk £407.70, Payroll Tax £565, Wychavon Sports £50, Lengthsman £192.   It was also AGREED to transfer£1000 from the Deposit account to the current account.   Following difficulties recently experienced with the Pavilion not being unlocked in time for a meeting, Cncllr. Fooks would investigate the possibility of a key safe for the Pavilion.

3198.   PLANNING APPLICATIONS.   00282 Bovis Homes.   The PC wish to reiterate their comments made in October and November in regard to this application and would add, having seen the latest proposals:   The Parish Council strongly oppose all the outside lighting that is proposed.   Such illumination is totally out of character for a rural development.   In addition the bollards proposed would also be out of character as would the “security gates” and the Parish Council respectfully request that these three urban type facilities are removed from the application.   00468 No 1 Orchard Mead, front and rear extensions.   The Parish Council recommend this application be approved.
3199.   REQUEST FOR DONATION OF SNOWDROPS FOR ST. PETER’S CHURCHYARD.   It was AGREED to donate 2000 snowdrops at a cost of £123.50 to be delivered for planting 11th – 18th April.

3200.   STREET NAMES FOR NEW DEVELOPMENT OFF STONEPIT/WITHYBED LANES.   It was AGREED to recommend:   Ross Crescent, Ganderton Close, Ballard Way and Perkins Drive.

3201.   BIU GROUP RECYCLING PARTNERS OF MIDLANDS AIR AMBULANCE CHARITY.   It was AGREED  to allow a recycling bank for clothing for this charity to be placed in the Village Hall car park.   It was understood that this would be theft proof, will be serviced on a regular basis by drivers who carry ID and operate BIU branded vehicles, promising to keep the bank and surrounding area clean, tidy and clear from overflows.

3202.   SUPPORT FOR VILLAGE HALL REPLACEMENT WINDOWS.    It was AGREED  Parish Council would write a letter of support for the Village Hall’s application for grant aid for replacement windows.
