Report from Mr Morgan- Nash

Network Rail

The restriction causing concern in the Bridge Street culvert i.e. the 24" pipe has been removed, Network Rail are awaiting permission from Wychavon to put a former into the culvert to support the new brick work and header wall - Tony Jones at Wychavon has advised he would fast track this so by May  meeting all should be completed. Mr Morgan- Nash has written to the regional head of NR to thank them for their action on behalf of the Flood Alleviation Committee, residents and the PC.


Severn Trent

In response Simon Cocks, Managing Director Wholesale Operations,  letter of 1st December 2014 in which he claimed that the Springs was not on the mains sewer according to their records I wrote to Liv Garfield CEO Severn Trent on 30.03.2015.

I provided her with evidence that the Springs were on the mains sewer and had been since the development started.

I had a meeting with Jason Snow, Senior Network Technician, on 9th April 2015 as a response to the letter. I explained that I had waited until the residents were back at the Springs in order to prove the flows into the mains. Jason had already been onto the Springs and discussed drainage with their management, he examined their holding tanks and pumping arrangements, we then examined the connection into the sewer and a further holding tank.

The Springs will be receiving a bill from Severn Trent.

 

As for capacity of the system they have proved to me that the works can cope with addition foul drainage in respect of future developments. They have to allow connections by regulation, if systems become overloaded their controls flag up the need for additional capacity in good time.

 

The issue of infiltration at times of heavy rainfall does mean extra tanker visits in order that the bacterial balance in the works is not diluted.

 

The sludge removed by tanker every week is taken to Minworth works where it is dried and converted into fuel pellets to generate electricity, this happens across the whole of the region.

 

The main pipe from Upper Moor across Shaun Walkers field to Church Lane was jetted on Tuesday 7th April to increase flow rates.

 

As far as I am concerned this is case closed.
