	Report from Badsey Relief in Need Charity.

B) Help towards disabled toilet in the Pub in a Club (British Legion). This has been deferred until September 2015 for decision to be made.

The last meeting (17th Feb 2015) declared that if we sold our assets it would only be on the understanding that any monies received would be reinvested and the Charity would continue to function on whatever interests we received and this would not be in collaboration with any other initiatives.
