Election of Chairman: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded by Mrs Faiers and resolved that Mrs. Beard be re-elected Chairman. 

Election of Vice-Chairman: It was proposed by Mrs Beard, seconded by Mr Wattis and resolved that Mr. Wedd be re-elected as Vice-Chairman.

Election of Officers:  It was proposed by Mrs Beard, seconded by Mrs Carver and resolved that:
Footpaths Officer Mrs Carver should remain the Parish Footpaths Officer. 

Vicarage Green: Mr. Wedd would retain responsibility for Vicarage Green matters.
Allotments: Mr Steel would be responsible for allotment matters.

Hallow Charity:  Mrs Faiers would represent the Parish Council.

Village Hall Committee: Mrs Warfield would represent the Parish Council.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 13th April 2015 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove gave a brief summary of ongoing highway works.
District Councillors’ report: No report. The chairman welcomed Cllr Chambers and Cllr Godwin to the parish council.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 13th April 2015:  
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that while generally good there was considerable growth of vegetation. The footpath by the allotment requires further attention – Mr Steel to obtain quotes for a) patching and b) replacement.
The footpaths a) Hallow Lane to Crown Meadow, b) Old Vicarage to Grange Road are in need of cutting back / weed treatment. The clerk to ask Simon to liaise with Mr Steel

Highways: The second VAS is now installed on Martley road at Sailor’s Bank. Mr Wedd explained that the data collected enabled traffic flows and speeds through the village to be assessed.
Allotments: The seat has not been relocated from the boules court – The clerk to remind Mr Skeys. The clerk to arrange for a skip to be provided at the allotments over a weekend.
Anti Social Behaviour:  No report

Village Hall: The hole in the hall roof had been repaired.
SWDP: Cllrs Chambers and Godwin were asked to advise the parish council of the inspector’s response to the request to design the spine route through the proposed development to enable to be used as part of a future relief road route. In the interim it should also allow through traffic to avoid St Johns.

Broadheath Common: It was confirmed that day to day management of the common was devolved to the Parish Council and that other matters including legal issues were the District Council’s responsibility. The clerk to arrange for the Lord of the Manor to view the parish files.
Vicarage Green: There had been some vandalism to the play equipment which Mr Wedd had repaired.
Suspension of Standing Orders:
Mr Forrest explained that the next stage in the development of the sports hall was to engage an architect. Mrs Beard declared an interest and so Mr Wedd took over as Chairman for this item. Mr Forrest explained that the design work was necessary to obtain grants and asked if the parish council would provide funds in the interim until the grants were obtained. It was agreed that in principle the parish council would provide interim funds for the architectural work, Mr. Forrest was asked to provide an estimate of the cost before a final commitment was entered in to.

Mr Morris advised that there was a blocked drain in Church Lane. The clerk to advise highways.

The parish council’s interest in obtaining 106 monies for the scheme had been registered with the District Council. It was agreed to give further consideration particularly to its location at the 1st June meeting.
