DCLG- Transparency Code for smaller councils. Clerk detailed the changes that have come and are due to come into force. Cllr Wright proposed and Cllr Grant seconded with a unanimous vote in favour to adopt the code.

1. Allotments-Sub-committee members to contact local landowners.
2. Willow Trees-Back Lane -Quotation received of £1100 to carry out all three jobs required. It was unanimously agreed to accept the quote and advise Ancient Oaks with a view to replanting at the appropriate time. 
3. Bretforton Community Club- Next agenda to receive an update from Cllr Lisney.
4. Village Posts-   Two Quotations were considered from M Parkinson and Orchard Fencing. It was unanimously agreed to approve quote from Orchard Fencing as follows:

 
       Site 1. 34 oak posts at a total cost (including labour and VAT) £1876.80

Site 2. 3 oak posts at a total cost (including labour and VAT) £ 165.60

Proposed by Cllr Wright, seconded by Cllr Carter.
5. Dog Poo Bin-Ivy Lane- It was unanimously agreed to install a bin at the left of the hammerhead on Ivy Lane, to check the current emptying frequencies and locations of bins to consider any adjustments at the next meeting. Proposed by Cllr Wright, Seconded by Cllr Grant.

6. Audit of Village roads and Footpaths- Cllr Davis agreed to produce a draft map and list of areas requiring attention on roads and footpaths for the next meeting for cllrs to consider and amend.

7. Safer Roads Partnership- Following an email from a resident, it was unanimously agreed by both PC and PACT to contact safer road partnership to request Weston Road and Bretforton as a Community Concern area as well as meet with Worcs Highways to consider the reduction of speed limit to 30mph throughout the village. 
8. Welcome Pack- Clerk produced a draft of possible welcome pack for new residents to the village. It was unanimously agreed to trial this. Cllr Grant agreed to look at layout and information, Clerk agreed to fill in information, Chair agreed to write Chairman’s introduction and Cllr Wright agreed to add info about history. It was also agreed that Cllr Smith should write a piece about The Fleece, asparagus etc. 

9. Memorial Hall- Cllr Wright agreed to find a contact to quote for the repair of the back wall for the next meeting. In view of long-term proposals, it was agreed to consider any future repairs at that time. Clerk advised that it was unlikely that current users would benefit from superfast broadband so it was agreed to consider the matter of wifi at the next meeting. 

10. Burial Ground- i   Correspondence relating to plot 600- Correspondence was read out          by Clerk in a closed session where it was agreed that solicitor should act on behalf of PC once a response from the chancellor was received.
