a) Treasurer’s Report.
A copy had been given to all Councillors and is attached to these minutes. After negotiations with AON our insurance provider, the Clerk had managed to get the premium reduced by nearly half to £347.35 with no alteration to the schedule. All payments were agreed by the council. 
b) Clerk’s Report.
Only one update. The school’s 20 mph lights have been repaired.
c) Public Land Officer’s Report for May 2015.
A marker bollard at Broad Green needs replacing.

Dog mess has needed to be removed by the side of the exercise track.
d) Berryfield Report.
Peter Parkes has been removing weeds from the BMX track and it is hoped that it will be available to use mid-summer once grass seeding has been done.
The Berryfield committee are still considering a remedy for the surface of the exercise track. They will report back in July.

Lower Teme Lions. 

Captain Joe Grange presented his report to the Parish Council and thanked its members for their continued support.

Since the end of 2014, Joe has taken on the extra role of Manager. Lower Teme Lions will be joining a men’s league this season (Sept) and will require usage of the pitch on Sunday mornings. They also plan to develop and train an under 12’s team ready for competition within 1 year and training will take place on Saturday mornings. and others from surrounding areas. Free taster sessions are being offered by him and his team to all schools in the area.

As adult football requires (although not legally) the availability of changing facilities at pitch sites, this is considered beneficial. Joe asked if the Parish Council would consider helping to provide a basic, secure structure sited on the pitch in which players could change into their strips and in which equipment such as the line marker and nets could be stored. The Parish Council responded by saying that it will investigate an appropriate structure e.g. a steel shipping container and re-visit this item at its July meeting for further consideration.

The pitch rental will remain at £20 per match.

15/00225/OUT 29.3.2015 Mr K Downes, Weston Hill House, Broadwas WR6 5NH for ‘outline application with all matters reserved for the erection of a single dwelling with ancillary accommodation’ 15.5.2015 reply: The PC are in favour of this application.  In view of the sensitivity, this application was controlled by Vice Chair Mrs Tabberer. She experienced problems getting the reply accepted on line, hence the lateness of the reply. 22.5.2015 Application withdraw by applicant.
New Applications received/still awaiting result

14/01682/FUL 15.12.2015 Wolverley Homes, Land off Stoney Ley (7580 5538) Broadwas, Worcester, for Residential Development comprising 4 dwellings, with associated access, amenity space and car parking. 12.1.2015 APPROVAL recommended.

15/00032/FUL 13.2.2015 Mr Brian Burgoyne, Lower Lightwood Farm, Lightwood Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LT.’ Application for the removal of an existing portacabin and erection of a 2 storey workshop/rest room building and extension to parking area for coaches and mini buses (Retrospective)
 Response 10.3.2015 
‘Whilst we have no objection to the replacement of the portable                        buildings with permanent structures, the ground works already carried out to the parking area has caused a disruption to the  water table 

resulting in a constant flow and puddling of water on  the highway. This needs to be addressed. As the business necessitates large vehicles egressing on to a country lane, a condition restricting the number of vehicles in that quoted the application should be included’. A request from a concerned resident resulted in a site visit attended by Cllr. Winkworth, Downes, Tabberer, Key, Dale, Murphy and Pearce on 9.4.2015 at 10 a.m. The date for representations has been extended to 14.4.2015 by MHDC Planning and the PC will need to re-submit its response by then if required.
