MINUTES OF INKBERROW PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD IN THE PAVILION, SANDS ROAD ON 17TH JUNE, 2015.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE.   Apologies for absence were received and accepted from Councillor Robin Lunn.

DEMOCRATIC FIFTEEN MINJTES PUBLIC REPORTS/QUESTION TIME.   It was noted that BT Broadband “Boxes” had been installed within the conservation area which inhibited the use of the pavement.

Clerk would make enquiries.

The proposed move of the Post Office facility was raised and the general feeling was that there was not a need for the facilities to be moved from the present building.   Safety, parking and privacy were some of the problems foreseen.
3217.   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.   There were no declarations of interest.

3218.   MINUTES.   The minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of the Parish Council held on 20th May 2015 were agreed to be a correct record and were signed by the Chairman.

3219.   PROGRESS REPORTS.
Highways.   Clerk would report the poor state of parts of the pavement in Stonepits Lane where tree roots were lifting the surface.   The overhanging greenery in the Tuer would be cut back also the area at the back of the bungalows by the Lengthsman.   It was noted that the grassed area near Alexander House needed to remain grassed to facilitate a manhole cover.   Clerk would ask for quote from Lengthsman to reinstate the area.   Clerk would report to Councillor Clive Holt that verges in the Appletree Lane area had not been cut.   A note would be placed in Whats On asking that waste bins be kept off pavements, particularly in Pepper Street.
Lengthsman.   Additional work for June would be cutting back shrubs in Barley Meadows.

Chevron Sign.   The sign had been inspected and the battery was fully charged but it was agreed the calibration was too high.   It was AGREED Councillor Mrs. Steel would arrange with the CC to have the calibration changed to 35 mph and it was noted that the battery’s lifetime would be less.   It was AGREED the inspection fee should be paid.   The purchase of a second VAS sign was AGREED in the sum of £500.   Councillor Mrs. Steel would arrange installation.
Neighbourhood Plan.   A newspaper article was noted.   It was also noted that changes had been made making it easier and quicker to get a Plan in place and that the Plan could only advise where development could take place, not where it could not take place.

Conservation Area.   It was noted that a public meeting would take place on 30th June, 2015.

Speed Watch.   Note of the availability of equipment was awaited.

Tennis Club Lease.   The draft lease had been returned to the Solicitors.

Rural Community Programme.   Cncllr. Jane Neal reported on a recent meeting she had attended.   It was noted that Inkberrow School were considering Computer classes, Clerk would advise PC support for this.
3220.   POLICE REPORT.   There was no Police report.
3221.   REPORT OF THE COUNTY COUNCILLOR.   Councillor Clive Holt had presented his apologies for absence.

3222.   REPORT OF THE DISTRICT COUNCILLOR.   Councillor Mrs. Steel reported that the DC had a new Leader, a new Deputy Leader, a new Chairman and a new Vice Chairman and that Councillor Mrs. Steel remains on the DC Planning Committee and Chairs the Localism Panel.   106 Agreement.   Cncllr. Mrs. Steel had circulated details of how the Agreement worked and it was noted that any application made would need to be put to full public consultation. With 7 years given for applications to be made.   Nothing could be spent until all houses were lived in.   As education payments were made direct to the County Council it was important to note that as the DC will be consulted re development at the School a representative of the School should attend DC and put the point across at a public meeting.   The date of this meeting would be advised.     With £12,000 available for Sporting/off site formal sport Mrs. Steel would ask for more information re the ext. car park being eligible.   As all cases had to be justified it was agreed that possibly an extra PC meeting should be arranged once information was available.   Energy saving was being discussed at DC and it was noted that any schools could apply for information on the installation of solar panels and that grants were available.   Cncllr. Mrs. Steel had written, as the local Member, for Inkberrow School to be considered.   
3223.   FINANCIAL AFFAIRS.   It was noted the new signatories were now in place and it was agreed that online banking should be investigated.   The monthly balance sheet had been circulated and it was AGREED the following outstanding accounts be paid:   Paul Eadon £385, A Farnsworth £192, Severn Trent Water £46.70, Clerk £407.50, RFO £108.80. A Hopkins £25.50 payment for chevron sign inspection £50.
3224.   PLANNING APPLICATIONS.   The following planning applications were AGREED to be recommended for approval. W/15/02358 Mr. P. Turner, Little Hill.   W/00653 Mrs. T Whittington, Priory Forge, Priory Farm Lane.

3225.   CLUB DIRECTION SIGNS, VILLAGE HALL   The signs were complete and awaiting installation.

3226.   CARS ON PLAYING FIELD. It would be reported in Whats On and Cncllr. Fooks would report to ICC

3227.   DAMAGE TO EXTENSION CAR PARK.   It was noted that buses no longer used this area for turning.

3228.   PROPOSED MOVE OF POST OFFICE.   It was AGREED with one Member against that the Parish Council should not support the proposed change of venue and that it was the general consensus that inkberrow does not want its Post Office moved.   The Clerk would answer the questions put by the Post Office and stress that PC felt it of primary importance that security of tenure for the Post Office to remain in Inkberrow be kept.
3229.   NEXT AGENDA.   Planning enforcement would be an item for the July Agenda.

Cathy Wright was resigning after many years of service as Press Officer and the Chairman thanked her for her excellent support and made a small presentation on behalf of the Members.
