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Honeybourne Parish Council 

Minutes of the Honeybourne Parish Council Ordinary Meeting held at 7.30 pm
 in the Village Hall on 11th August 2015
Prior to the meeting Mr Ken Watkins and Mr Ian Tompkins  gave the members a progress report on the Recreation Field’s development and put forward various options for council’s consideration.    The resolve of the discussions is recorded in minute 87.

72. Apologies: None 

73. Disclosures of Interests
To declare and disclose any Disclosable Pecuniary Interests in items on the agenda and to declare any other Disclosable Interests in items on the agenda and their nature, if necessary.

Disclosable Pecuniary and other Interests:

Register of Interests: Members were reminded to update their register of interests up to date  

74.   Public Open Forum: No public representation

Ward Members Report: Cllr Alistair Adams’s was not in attendance, his report will be appended to the minutes when received. 
 
75. Minutes:  
a) Council agreed the wording of the minutes of the July ordinary meeting; the Chairman signed the minutes as a true record of the meeting.  

76.  Clerk’s Report on Matters in Progress:
a. Recreation Field safe storage of on-site VISA mowing equipment is now resolved thanks to the Recreation Field contractor M.J. Phillips kindly donating the site security fencing for the VISA mowers.
b. Bollard installation on Shepherd Walk access point off Station Road. The bollard has been received and awaiting installation by the Handyman.
c. Extra amenity mowing at the front of Abacot Fields is now incorporated into the mowing contract. 
d. Streetlight #2 in Fernihough Avenue reported to the County Council and now repaired. 
e. Bollard replacement and walkway cleaning at Honeybourne Station. These matters have been reported to the station manager but remain un-resolved. 

77. Planning Applications:
a. W/15/01674/PP: Mr & Mrs K Radbourne, The Birches, Station Road: Proposed Extensions and Alterations. The Council has no objection or comment on the application. 

b. W/15/01889/PN: Sir R Appleby Land Adjacent Tower Farm House, Weston Road, Bretforton. Description of Proposal: The erection of an Anaerobic Digestion (AD) Plant and ancillary infrastructure. The Council has no objection in principal and request a substantial landscaping scheme is introduced to protect the rural aspect of the open countryside. 
a. 
SDC 14/03579/OUT: Long Marston Airfield. Outline application (with all matters reserved (access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) for future determination) for the erection of up to 400 dwellings.  Council object to the application as the serious lack of road and local infrastructure to service the proposed 400 new homes will impact on all local communities. Furthermore, the already unsustainable commuter use of Honeybourne Station will be further exacerbated by the development as more cars try to use the totally inadequate station parking facilities.    

c.  W/15/01970/OU: Land Off, School Street, Honeybourne: Proposed 5no 3 bedroom houses with detached and attached garages, Applicant: Mr R Grist. 
The Parish Council objects to the application for the following reasons: -

i. The site lies outside of the general development area.

ii. The proposed access is onto an already congested and heavily trafficked section of High Street. On-street parking is necessary for existing High Street properties and two retail premises opposite the proposed access, this parking extends well around the bend in the road making visibility unacceptable in highway terms. Furthermore the vehicular access crosses through the Fancutts site which already has outline planning approval for 8 dwelling (Case No: 13/00435) so potentially adding a further 5 dwellings to an access next to the existing access of the Meadow Walk site of 6 dwellings, which would make a total of 19 dwellings with associated car usage. This is totally unacceptable on road safety grounds and would be an accident waiting to happen.

iii. The proposed access will need a material change to the existing permission on the Fancutts site as it would require the removal of one house from this already approved outline consent and materially alter the internal road network.

iv. Concerns are raised over the access road construction as the Fancutts approval records as Condition 9 "No development shall take place until the following components of a scheme to deal with the risks associated with contamination of the site are submitted to and approved, in writing, by the local planning authority…..”.  It follows that if the Council is minded to grant this application that an identical condition needs to be imposed to ensure that the contaminated land is dealt with before any construction takes place

v. If the Council is minded to approve the application a condition should be imposed to ensure that no construction vehicles enter the site through the narrow access road on School Street, but only from the High Street

d. : W/15/01891/PN Location: Units 4 and 5, Fairview Trading Estate, Buckle Street. Description of Proposal: Lifting the roof on one of existing units and installing new access and new plant room. The Council has no objection in principal and request a landscaping scheme is introduced to protect the rural aspect of the area. Site operation times should be restricted to normal business hours in this rural environment as the potential for noise and traffic movement is considerable.  

78. Planning decisions: Noted
a.  W/15/00954/CU: Felix Dennis Estates: Bushy Hill, Mickleton Road, Honeybourne. Proposal: Change of use of Land for the Siting of Five Log Cabin Holiday Chalets.
Granted with 10 conditions
79. Development Matters:
a. HGV’s using the High Street, the Clerk confirmed a video of a HGV manoeuvring down High Street was forwarded to all active developers who responded positively in trying to control the ongoing problems. Further monitoring will be carried out. 
Note: Cllr Heath Jobes, having declared an interest in the following item gave a report on the Abacot Fields site’s management company’s involvement with the play area and confirmed the “Private” signs will be shortly removed from the play area fencing. Cllr Jobes then left the room while the matter was considered.

b. The Council considered the play area in Abacot Fields being declared private by David Wilson Homes or the site’s Management Company.
 While appreciating the play area forms part of the private and un-adopted estate the development’s planning documentation confirms the play area would be a public facility. Concerns were raised over public safety and public liability if an accident occurred. Without local authority control, regular safety inspection and public liability insurance might be inadequate for public access and use of the play area. It was agreed to bring the matter to the attention of David Wilson Homes and the Wychavon District Council parks and open space officers. In view of this situation it was agreed to make enquiries with Bovis Homes and Taylor Wimpey regarding arrangements for their site’s play area’s ownership and responsibilities.
 Further consideration will be given to the matters at the September meeting. 

Cllr Heath Jobes returned to the meeting.

80. Neighbourhood Development Plan: NDP

a. Cllr Alex Perry reported on the meeting held on 28th July with the Mr Andy Ford the WDC NDP officer. – Her report was circulated to all members and noted. 
b. Council fully agreed that the designated boundary area for the NDP will be the whole parish within the civic boundary. Clerk to issue the formal NDP application to the WDC officer asking to proceed with the initial designated boundary area consultation. 
c. 
Council considered the delegation to the Clerk in consultation with the Chairman to make all incidental expenses up to £500.00 in connection with the NDP.
The proposal was put by Cllr Trish Probert and seconded by Cllr Alex Perry and agreed.

81. Community Matters:

a. Community connector for the Rural Community Programme as proposed by David Manning at the July meeting. Members were unable to promote anyone for the post and suggested a volunteer request is made in the Village News. Clerk to action the request. 
b. Cllr Sandra Walsh having inspected the mosaic demographic report from David Manning considered it was not specific enough to be of use for the Rural Community Programme. Further information may be gained if the NDP group carry out a NDP questionnaire.
c. Council noted the Stephenson Way and Network Rail land adoption update email from Nigel Huddleston MP and expressed their disappointment at the extensive time the adoption process was taking. 
d. Honeybourne Village show, a letter received from Rita Booth was noted, it was confirmed a table for the Council had been booked and the council sponsored trophy was been sought by Cllr Heath Jobes. The Clerk confirmed the sponsorship was agreed at £250.00 
e. Members agreed to help and share the managing of the Council’s NDP stand at the village show. Cllr. Alex Perry will be the lead member in setting up the NDP/Parish Council promotional display. 
f. VISA meeting held on 23rd July. The meeting report was circulated to members who agreed it was a productive meeting and all matters arising are now resolved.



82. Finance:  
a. 
Payments: Council approved the Payments, Receipts and Balances as circulated by the Clerk. The approved payment schedule is appended to the minutes.
b. The Clerk reported the documents for the Lloyds Bank mandate and account access changes were completed and posted back to the bank, confirmation is awaited.

83. Street Lights:  
a. No streetlights were reported to be  in need of attention
b. The Clerk reported the new streetlights at Green Close, The Gate Inn cross roads and Stratford Road are now installed but the new LED lanterns will be fitted when they are available. Western Power Distribution has been requested to install the power supply to the new streetlight on Stratford Road. 

c. High Street Light: The new LED light is scheduled for installation at the end of this week due to a delay in the supply of the LED lantern.

d. Station Road: Streetlight #10 on Station Road is now disconnected and awaiting the upgrade by Bovis Homes. 

e. 
The Clerk reported that streetlight #2 in Fernihough Avenue is the responsibility of the County Council who have now completed the repairs.
  

84. Public Rights of Way (PROW): David Cowan (PPW)

a. To receive any reported PROW problems or issues – none reported
b. Bridleway 513 obstruction report from Fiona Argyle, the Chairman is aware of the obstruction and will investigate further and report back to the Footpath officer.


85. Highways: 
a. New highway matters to be reported to County Highways. 

i. Pothole on Weston Road just south of the Taylor Wimpey highway works 
ii. The footpath from Westbourne to Station Road is overgrown and needs clearing

iii. The roadside hedge on the Recreation Field to be cut between the 1st and 4th of September to ensure highway visibility for the village show – amenity contractor to be informed.    

b. The VAS was sent to Westecote for repairs and they have informed the Clerk two new batteries are required. These have been ordered and awaiting delivery.  
c. Members considered the WDC flood alleviation grant scheme and agreed to investigate the clearance of the culverts under the highway at the Gate Inn cross roads. Clerk to action the scheme. 

86. Lengthsman and Handyman: 

a. Report on works issued to the Handyman: -
i. Station Road verge repairs work is still outstanding

ii. Bollard installation on Shepherds Walk imminent due to delivery times 

b. A suggestion from Cllr Alistair Adams to fund 50% of the costs for the Lengthsman training to apply weed-killer was considered as Pebworth Parish Council has agreed to fund 50% of the total fee of £450.00. The training is endorsed by the County Council’s Lengthsman scheme officer and will be carried out at Pershore Collage of Horticulture. Cllr Graham Clelland proposed the council accepts the offer and funds 50% of the cost, Cllr Alex Perry seconded the proposal and the motion was carried by a majority. Cllr Heath Jobes voted against the proposal and requested his vote to be minuted.   
87. Sports & Recreation Field Development Project.
a.  Following the discussion at the start of the meeting the council considered and resolved the following matters: -
i.  
Changing facility provider. The modular construction offered by Convenience Services is the preferred option subject to members inspecting one of their buildings, Ken Watkins to arrange a site visit for members.

ii.    The proposed size of the changing facility and social area as indicated on the plans put to the meeting was considered to be adequate for the intended use with no changes in sizes or layout

iii. 
The internal surfaces and finishes to be confirmed by the council when appropriate. 
iv.    Timing of installation, Ken indicated a 7 week lead in and a one week construction onto a concrete base. The timing will be confirmed following the confirmation of the supplier.
v. 
The Installation of window and door shutters was considered to be unnecessary at this time.
vi. 
The Installation of a fire alarm will be confirmed following investigation into the statutory requirements.

vii.   The Installation of a security alarm was deemed unnecessary as no valuables will be stored in the building. 
viii.  The provision of a fix phone line was deemed unnecessary

ix.  The supply and Installation of  senior goal posts and sockets is approved

x.  The Provision of picnic facilities and associated landscape planting will be considered at a later date. 

xi.  The Provision of a veranda on the side of the building was approved subject to design and cost approval by the Council. 

xii.  The Provision of  the proposed slabbed area around the building was approved 

xiii.  The Provision of facilities to park bicycles near the car park area was approved

xiv.  The proposed height barrier to restrict access to the field was not approved and two drop bollards were approved to be installed to allow controlled access to the field from the car park.

b. Proposed site visit to inspect existing Convenience Services buildings to be arranged with the following Councillors: - C. Clear, M. Powell, G. Clelland, A. Attridge and D Cowan. 

c. Utilities: Ken Watkins confirmed that all the utility ducts were now in place, complete with water pipes and power cables, the power cable was installed over sized at no extra cost.   
88. The Leys Playing Field: 

a. Council noted the weekly visual inspection report for The Leys and no matters of concern were raised. Some small splits in the rubber safety surfacing to be sealed as soon as possible to prevent further deterioration.

b. The safety inspection report noted several rollup cigarette butts left on the safety surfacing and due to suspicions the matter was reported to the local police officer for monitoring.  
89. Community Centre Project:
a. No further reports from the WCC Conveyancer on the land transfer from Taylor Wimpey were available. 
90. Existing Village Hall

a. Mr Brian Johnson is progressing with the land registry information and continues to liaise with the County Council Conveyancer. An outstanding matter is to have a current land valuation carried out and council agreed to facilitate this by engaging an accredited valuer. Clerk has arranged the valuation which is in progress.  
91. Matters Raised by Members for information or Items for Future Agendas: 
Apologies were received from Cllrs Colin Clear, Trish Probert and Mike Powell for the September meeting
