Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Warfield and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 11th May 2015 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that it was hoped to bring the scheme to widen Carrington Bridge forward to 2020. He mentioned the current issues with the road layout on the approach to Carrington Bridge from Whittington – a review of the layout was underway. Clare Marchant, the county council chief executive was happy to meet councillors to discuss issues if desired.
Cllr Grove was asked about the poor condition of the footway along Martley Road, from Hallow Lane to the Post Office. He is seeking funds to undertake the work. 

District Councillors’ report: No report.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that the PROW’s were  generally good. The clerk was asked to write to the owners of Jessamine Cottage concerning a fence obstruction the path.

Allotments: The seat has been removed from the boules court and will be repaired and relocated. A skip is to be provided from Friday from Friday 12th to Monday 15th June for the disposal of allotment waste.

Village Hall: Mike Beard reported that the hall was extremely popular and every effort was being made to keep it in good decorative order. The previous sports minister had indicated support for the proposed sports hall and it was hoped that the new minister would be equally supportive.
