ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
Cllr Jon Prescott was nominated by Cllr William Taylor to continue as Chairman of Finstall Parish Council for the ensuing year and this was seconded by Cllr David Clifford.  All Members present were in favour and Cllr Jon Prescott was duly elected Chairman.  Cllr Prescott then signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office which was duly witnessed by the Clerk.  Cllr Taylor then thanked Cllr Prescott for all he has done for the Parish over the last few years.
ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN

CHAIRMAN'S ALLOWANCE

To consider the Chairman's Allowance for 2015/2016.   Resolved: The Chair 
was taken by Cllr Taylor whilst this item was being discussed and Cllr Clifford 
proposed that the Chairman’s Allowance be increased to £420 for the ensuing 
year, this was seconded by Cllr Hewer and all members present were in 
agreement.
10.
SPEED LIMIT THROUGH THE VILLAGE

It was reported that several complaints had been received from residents that 
vehicles were ignoring the 30mph speed limit in the village.  After much 
discussion it was agreed that flashing warning lights could prove too 
expensive and difficult to maintain.  It was confirmed that the safer roads 
partnership team had been contacted and asked to monitor the speed of traffic 
on Alcester Road and Finstall Road, the extent of the problem could then be 
assessed.

INSURANCE RENEWAL

It was agreed to accept the renewal quote from Came & Co and to enter into 
another 3 year agreement with them which saves 5% on premiums.

PARKING PROBLEMS ON FINSTALL ROAD

It had been confirmed that there were no parking restrictions in Finstall 
therefore none could be enforced.  It was decided to invite Sgt Richard Field to 
attend a Council Meeting to discuss this problem.  As the rugby season does 
not start again until September it was decided to put this on hold through the 
summer. It was also thought that if any photographs could be taken  it would 
be easier to 
explain the problem to him.  Resolved.

Cllr Molloy reported that she had received complaints from a resident about 
the grass verges looking untidy.  It was agreed that these verges are cut by 
BDC but not on a regular basis and they do not take the grass cuttings away.  
It was Resolved that there was nothing we could do to help this situation.



Cllr Clifford commented that someone he knew who lived in Aston Fields had 
voted at Finstall Village Hall and questioned whether this influenced the 
numbers in any way.  It was Resolved to contact BDC and ask for a plan of 
the wards in the area.

Cllr Hewer reported that the footpath (504) which runs from Walnut Lane to the 
Rugby Club path had barbed wire along it which was now spreading over the 
path and making it difficult to pass.  Cllr Clifford agreed to inspect this path and 
the Clerk was asked to contact the Footpath Warden and report this problem. 
Resolved.

Cllr Taylor asked if a letter could be sent to Mike Male to congratulate him on 
his hard work and to thank him for making the Diana Memorial Garden and all 
the tubs look so splendid. Resolved. 

Cllr Taylor also reported that a drain cover in Finstall Road outside No. 100 
which was cracked and broken had been removed by Severn Trent and they 
had left a hole in the footpath which was a dangerous hazard . The Clerk 
agreed to contact Severn Trent about this. Resolved.

Cllr Taylor also reported that there was work being carried out on No. 1 
Penmanor as the Parish Council had not seen a planning application for this 
work it was agreed to contact the planning department at BDC. Resolved.

Cllr Hewer suggested contacting CALC legal department to ask for help with 
the problem sign at the rugby club.  The Clerk agreed to do this. Resolved.
