                      The P.C.C. has agreed that a defibrillator can be housed at the

                      site of the notice board in Cotheridge where an electricity supply

                      can be tapped into. The next stage is to contact Noel Orbell,

                      Community Response Manager, West Midlands Ambulance

                      Service, to organise a visit at both sites to determine the most
                      suitable model. Cllr. Dale had investigated battery operated 

                      defibrillators and produced information that we need to consider.

15/093           Severn Trent

Following last month’s meeting, a letter to Nagen Nagendran, Senior Programme Engineer (copied to Harriet Baldwin) had been sent and a reply received dated 29th June 2015 and this was read out by the Clerk.

                        Nagen states that development in the design of the kiosk required for the housing of the pumping station now exceeds the maximum volume (29m3) required for permitted development rights, therefore planning permission will be required and this of course will add more time to the programme.

Construction works are expected to start on site during the latter part of 2016 (possibly July) but will be confirmed following completion of detail design.


It is Severn Trent’s intention to arrange a surgery so that customers have the opportunity to study the proposed works and provide feedback. He has taken up the offer of attending the next Parish Council’s meeting in September. Meanwhile, County Councillor Chambers offered to refer and discuss the current situation with Harriet Baldwin MP in person.
15/094           Progress Reports
a) Treasurer’s Report.
The external audit has been returned and completed. There were no errors to report and the appropriate form has been advertised in the public boxes.

A copy of the Treasurer’s report was presented to all Councillors present and all payments agreed. A copy is attached to these minutes.
b) Clerk’s Report.
                           The condition of the footway outside Ferndale Cottage has 

                            been reported (6694650) to the County Council. A reply on 

                            18th June stated ‘Nothing found that will take a satisfactory 

                               cost effective temporary repair. The footway will be monitored  

                              via  the routine scheduled inspections.’ The Clerk will inform 
                           Gerry Brienza at Highways Dept. to see if he can help
                           further.
c) Public Land Officer’s Report for June 2015.
Peter Parkes continues to collect rubbish/empty bins from around the area and on 17th June, the litter bin by the bus shelter has been used to dump the contents of a fridge/freezer.
Damage has been caused to the track area by a Severn Trent tanker and a concrete bollard has been damaged by a parent of the school. The Clerk will follow up these two items.
d) Berryfield Report.
On 11.7.2015 Councillors Dale and White together with the Public Land Officer had met on site to discuss repairs required on the track and surrounding areas. Cllr. Dale has been removing large stones from the surface of the track in order to offer up another top dressing of 6mm ‘to dust’. This solution may be improved by adding a ‘bonding’ compound to which the Chairman will investigate.
Rust on the swing will be wire brushed off and repainted.

The safety matting under the Rota Bounce and the Basket swing is starting to go brittle and the Committee feel that an alternative solution would be to install Astroturf. It was agreed to install it under one piece of equipment to see how effective it is.

The BMX area still requires removal of weeds and it is hoped that the track could be in use by the end of August once signage is in place.
The Clerk is to arrange for the removal of rabbits which are

causing damage to the track’s surface.

Community Energy Scheme 

Following up a request from a member of the public at June’s meeting, the Clerk had contacted Jan Oliff for an update on the scheme.

The scheme is now dormant, as she could not evidence sufficient local support to gain the necessary grant, therefore the Community Interest Company (CIC) will potentially be closed in October, unless someone approaches the directors with an alternative. The CIC is sufficiently inclusive in its stated purpose to be a vehicle to raise funds for a wide range of activities. 

Mrs Oliff welcomed a meeting with any interested parties to discuss the situation and the Clerk was requested to arrange one with the Parish Council  before October.

Correspondence 

An email from Joe Grange, Captain of Lower Teme Lions had been circulated. Martley Spurs Mens’ team are folding and offering Joe’s team, some of their players, full changing facilities and the remains of their bank account. This would mean that Lower Teme Lions would play their matches at Martley and would only require Berryfield to run junior team matches on  Sunday mornings. Mr. Derek Woodhall of Church Lane, Broadwas, asked ‘was the Parish Council aware that residents living in the Church Lane area have received literature from Severn Trent promoting correct procedures for disposing of babies nappies, sanitary products and fat’? He had personally taken an exception to this as in his opinion, the main perpetrator of fat build-up in the village’s sewer pipes is the Royal Oak Pub/Carvery. He asked if the Parish Council had visited the premises to enquire of the existence /maintenance of a fat trap. The Parish Council had not, however, the Clerk will make enquiries with Severn Trent on this query. 
Mr. Woodhall also questioned the financial practicality of the operation of mobile speed cameras on Saturday mornings at 7am in Broadwas village when traffic would be at a minimum.  As Councillor Grove was unable to attend the meeting, this will be brought to his attention in September.

The southern hedge at the junction on Weston Hill and A44 needs cutting back. Clerk to arrange.

14/01682/FUL 15.12.2015 Wolverley Homes, Land off Stoney Ley (7580 5538) Broadwas, Worcester, for Residential Development comprising 4 dwellings, with associated access, amenity space and car parking. 12.1.2015 APPROVAL recommended.

10.6.2015 Amended plans/additional information received for reply by 30.6.2015. Application to go to Committee on 1.7.2015. The planning officer (Hayley Jones) informed the Clerk by email on 6.7.2015 of APPROVAL.

15/00032/FUL 13.2.2015 Mr Brian Burgoyne, Lower Lightwood Farm, Lightwood Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LT.’ Application for the removal of an existing portacabin and erection of a 2 storey workshop/rest room building and extension to parking area for coaches and mini buses (Retrospective)

‘Whilst we have no objection to the replacement of the portable                        buildings with permanent structures, the ground works already carried out to the parking area has caused a disruption to the  water table 

resulting in a constant flow and puddling of water on  the highway. This needs to be addressed. As the business necessitates large vehicles egressing on to a country lane, a condition restricting the number of vehicles in that quoted the application should be included’. A request from a concerned resident resulted in a site visit attended by Cllr. Winkworth, Downes, Tabberer, Key, Dale, Murphy and Pearce on 9.4.2015 at 10 a.m. The date for representations has been extended to 14.4.2015 by MHDC Planning and the PC will need to re-submit its response by then if required.
