· PC Vacancy- To be considered under Clerk.
PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION.
Clerk;
· DCLG- Transparency Code for smaller councils. Clerk advised that all relevant parts of code had been referred to CALC to ensure that the information format provided complies with code. It is still not confirmed if Bretforton will be subject to the code. A request for how the PC will comply has been received. Chair will respond.
· Clerk advised of LTN16- Control of litter and where information can be found. Cllr Wright requested a copy.
· Audit Conclusion- Conclusion received and notice displayed. Auditors raised the allocation of PWLB to which section they require otherwise clear audit is recorded.

· PC Vacancy- 3 applications have been received by the closing date. Cllrs voted on the applications with 5 votes in favour of Mr Alan Curry. Clerk to advise applicant and invite to September meeting and notify other applicants. Wychavon will be notified.
Chairman; 
· A request from a resident has been received asking for a copy of minutes of March 2000. Clerk to copy.
· Sports Club have advised that they are considering a consultant to assist in section 106 application.
ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION.
1. Allotments- Clerk to send letter to local landowner confirm interest in purchasing land. Cllr Smith to be requested that he contacts any contacts to advise that PC are still interested in purchasing land.
2. Defib- No response has been received from West Midlands Ambulance despite numerous emails. Clerk to email again and find details of defib for September meeting.
3. Bretforton Community Club- Dealt with in Open Forum. Cllrs Grant and Lisney will be attending steering group meeting and will report to PC at next meeting.
4. Bretforton Memorial Hall- Broadband at the hall was considered with a unanimous vote to take the matter no further.

5. Audit of Village roads and Footpaths- Cllr Davis produced a list of areas requiring attention on roads and footpaths and will continue work on this for next meeting.
6. Section 106-Public Arts & Culture.- Cllrs were requested to provide ideas for meeting. Cllr Davis suggested Bretfest. Clerk to advise Wychavon and submit a report in September once the event can be analysed.
7. Bretforton Sports Club- i. Illegal Parking- Clerk has contacted businesses and vehicles have been removed. 1 private vehicle remains. Police have been contacted and they suggested notices on windscreens in first instance. Clerk to produce a notice to be approved by Chair and fitted by Cllr Grant. All in favour.
                                                 ii. Car Park Surface- Contractors have been contacted on three 

      occasions. Weed killing has taken place and resurfacing is imminent. Drain has now 

      broken and will need replacing. It was unanimously agreed that an email be sent to 

      contractor requesting that given that the initial work was in December 2014, the PC wish 

      for the work to be concluded within next 14 days. 
                                                 iii. Improper Use of car park- Reports have been received that 

      car repairs have taken place on car park. 
                                                   iv. A request for funding of fireworks display has been 

      received from club. Clerk has requested that total cost of event so that any contribution can 

      be considered. It was agreed that a copy of the invoice for purchase of the fireworks 

      should be sent to PC for consideration of making a donation. Cllr Davis proposed to 

      support with 3 votes in favour, Cllr Wright proposed not to support with 2 votes against, 1 

      abstention.
                                                   v. Grant applications Training- Sports Club have asked if PC 

      would like to be involved in a training event with Sports Club on applications for grants. 
      PC will attend initial session if the sports club feel that it would be beneficial to attend as 

      there will be no cost.
8. Footpath Warden- Bretforton currently has no footpath warden which proves invaluable for looking at issues with the village’s footpaths. It was unanimously agreed to put an advert in magazine for a volunteer to take up this role.
9. Burial Ground- A request has been received for information regarding the Petition for Faculty in relation to grave plot 600. Information has now been received from solicitor and will be forwarded to resident by Chair.
10. Welcome Pack- Chair and Cllr Grant have carried work on welcome pack, cllrs Wright and Smith to carry out for September. Clerk to add information/facts.
Wychavon District Council. 
Worcestershire County Council. 
i. B4035- Chair and Clerk met with Worcs Highways, Cllr Adams and a local resident to look at issues with the footpaths along Weston Road starting at Stoneford Lane. Resident has agreed to produce a map marking the most badly deteriorated paths and submit to Cllr Adams for consideration. Worcs Highways will provide statistics on accidents and incidents on this road and put a speed check in place to consider the reduction of the speed limit to 30mph throughout the village. A project in conjunction with Bretforton First School was suggested to raise speed awareness. Next agenda to consider results and look at way forward. Cllr Wright suggested reconsidering gated access and other solutions to be considered in September. Cllr Lisney raised issue of speeding by tractors and hgv’s on Back lane. Clerk to raise matter with Worcs Highways.
