In attendance:  The Clerk and three members of the public.

1.  Apologies:  Cllr John Davison and District Councillor Bronwen Behan.
2. Declaration of Interests:  
a. The Clerk reported that she had received a letter from MHDC stating that three members of the Parish Council had yet to file their Register of Interests.  
b. Cllr Rosemary Philipson-Stow declared her personal interest in item 6 on the Agenda.
3. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 8th July 2015 were approved and signed.
4. Progress Reports:

a. Parish Council Vacancy:   Further to the vacancy that still existed after the election of Councillors in May, Nigel Thompson offered his services to the Council for co-option.  The Councillors considered the application and it was duly proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed that Mr Nigel Thompson be accepted to the Council.  

b. Pendock Garage – application for lawful development:  No news had been received as yet regarding the appeal.

6. Liaison Group – Green Waste Site:  Cllr John Humphreys attended the meeting held on 9th July and reported that due to a change in constituent of products being received at the site, namely silt instead of green waste, there had been only one complaint.   The silt being considerably heavier than the usual green waste meant that the site had already received 6,000 tonnes of its annual maximum of 9,000 tonnes.    In recent months therefore the site had returned to green waste products and complaints of smells had increased.
7. Correspondence:  
a. Planning Applications:  
i.  15/00340/FUL - Erection of one two-storey, three bedroom dwelling at Pendock Cross – APPROVAL
ii. 15/00908/HOU – Side extension to Grove Farm, Frogmarsh – APPROVAL

iii. 15/00734/DEM – Demolition of toilet block and storage buildings at Three Counties Park, Upper Pendock – Approval not required

iv. 15/00865/OUT – Demolition of existing buildings and erection of 4 dwellings at Brookend, Pendock – REFUSED
The Council voiced their concerns that although they were consulted on applications no regard was taken of their views.   A number of issues had brought them to this view not least of which was the parish boundary being at the extreme edge of the County and District.  
The Parish Council had strongly opposed the application at Pendock Cross and had been very much in favour of the application at Brookend, yet on both occasions their views had been dismissed out of hand.

It was therefore proposed that the Clerk should write to the Parish Member of Parliament and copy in the District and County Councillor questioning the role of the Planning officer and his relationship with the Parish.
b. Letter to Mr John Aplin:  The Clerk reported that following some hedge cutting at Pendock Cross the ditch had once again become blocked.   A Letter was sent to the owner Mr John Aplin,  requesting that the debris be cleared, but as yet no clearance had been undertaken. 
c. Berrow With Pendock PCC:  A letter had been received from the Treasurer thanking the Parish Council for its donation to churchyard expenses.
d. CALC AGM:  It was noted that the CALC AGM was to be on Wednesday 25th November at County  Hall, Worcester, anyone wishing to attend to contact the Clerk.

e. Community lunches:  An email had been received from the Primary School  asking for the Council’s views on a proposal for inviting members of the local community to come and join the pupils once a month for lunch.  
The Council considered that such a move might well benefit some local inhabitants and wished them every success in the project.

8. Cycle Race Disruption:  It was reported that on 16th August a cycle race of some 60 to 70 cyclists came through the Parish taking up the whole road and being led by a motorbike resembling a Police bike and rider.    No quarter was given to anyone using the road at the time and a horse rider found herself in considerable danger from the incident. 
A number of people had attempted to trace the race organisers to no avail, and no support was received from the Police upon reporting the matter.   Neither cars nor motorbikes are permitted to race on roads unless they are closed to the public, it was therefore voiced that neither should cyclists be permitted to race en mass whilst the road is open as the risk of a collision along narrow lanes is inevitable.

The Council proposed that the Clerk should write to both the Police Commissioner and Chief Constable voicing their concerns that this activity should not be allowed to continue unchecked.
