1. Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr. Roger Clift, Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny and County Cllr. Maurice Broomfield.
2. Police Report

No crime had been reported in Elmbridge. Racing had been taking place on the A442. There had been thefts from outbuildings and cars in Elmley Lovett. A mobile phone, an empty safe and a car had been stolen from Hartlebury Trading Estate. Farm Watch had reported thefts of horse equipment.

Matters arising
5.1 Oil Buying Club (Item 1) 
Following an article in the parish magazine only 3 replies were received so no further progress could be made. An email had been received from Helen Needham at Callow Oil which offered the possibility of local arrangement. Cllr. Roger Clift would follow this up.
5.2 Neighbourhood Watch Signs (Item 5.1)
These were not yet in place.
6.  General 
6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Debris had been cleared from drains in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane and The Knoll.
· Road Grips had been dug in Purshull Green and Headwalls cleared in Watery Lane.
· The Clerk would ask the Lengthsman to clear grass near the Knoll junction.
· Flood recovery work would be considered at the Council’s July meeting.
6.2 Highways.

· A Grit Bin had been delivered to Elmbridge Green Lane but not to the Knoll. Worcs. CC records indicated that it had been delivered and so an investigation would be carried out. The Salt in the bins was solidifying and scoops had disappeared. 
· Grange Crossroads. Highways had reported that it does not meet the criteria for a STOP sign.

· Repairs were continuing at the junction of Addis Lane and the A442. The Clerk would report the dangerous hole still left.
· Pot Holes. There were still some in Addis Lane and one in Broad Alley.

· A letter from Mr Ian Milbanke, resident in Cutnall Green, expressed concern at vehicle speeds through Cutnall Green and suggested measures to be taken. The Chairman had replied to Mr Milbanke.
6.3 Post Election 2015

· Councillors were asked to update Register of Interest forms if necessary.

· Declaration of Acceptance of Office forms were completed. Cllrs Roger Clift and Andrew halfpenny were given permission to complete later by arrangement with the Clerk.

· Outstanding Election Expense forms were completed and collected by the Clerk who would forward them to Wychavon.

7.3 Bank Signatories

7.4 New Homes Bonus
£1,711 was now available and would remain accessible for 2 years. £4,911 was potentially available over the next 3 years.

Cllr Bernard Brown knew of nothing required by Cutnall Green Memorial Hall. Enquiries would be made of Elmbridge Village Hall. Councillors would consider community needs at the next meeting.
8. Planning
8.1 7 Foster Drive. Application approved for a single storey rear extension.
8.2 Land opposite Stirrups on A442. Change of use to Car Park and new access had been refused on green belt grounds. The land had been fenced off by Wychavon DC.
8.3 Bryans Green Farm. Permission sought to convert barn to 3 holiday apartments and amend design of 2 apartments already approved. This was opposed by the Council because it would be an over-intensive development of the site and there was serious concern about the safety of the access.
8.4 Apsley House.  Withdrawal of application to construct a new hay and machinery store.

8.5 Barn End, Cashes Farm. Application for bi-fold doors and cabrio velux windows was approved.
