1. Apologies:  Apologies had been received from Cllr C. Brooker

2. Declarations of Interest: There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes:  It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the  3rd September 2015 were  a true and accurate record. 
4. District and County Councillors reports:
Cllr Tucker reported that the SWDP had been voted through by Wychavon councillors despite consternation in certain areas. The next step would be to wait for the inspector’s written report. 

On County Council matters, Cllr Tucker reported that County Hall awaited information on the next round of cuts. More detail would be forthcoming in October and this would be taken into account at subsequent budget meetings. The full information would probably arrive in November leaving little time for planning before the release of the final budget in February 2016. In the meantime, services continued to be reorganised, with School Improvement being contracted out and the Music Services becoming an independent charity. 

Cllr Tucker asked if the anaerobic digester had been causing any problems lately as Fladbury residents had complained; Cllr Yarnold thought the last problems had been at the end of August. Cllr Bell would contact nearby residents to check. 






With regard to land drainage, correspondence had been received from Wychavon on works carried out but a resident had reported that the main problem area had not been addressed. Cllr Tucker noted that works had been curtailed when the expected funding for a catchment survey failed to materialise. 

5. Progress reports





a) Playing Field: The final cut of the season had been carried out. It was confirmed that no arrangement had been entered into with Sandfields to do any further mowing next season. 
In view of this it was considered imperative that problems with the Council’s mower be resolved. 


b) Play area: The former lengthsman’s concerns regarding the ‘teeter totter’ were noted. 
c) Mowing: Discussed at item 5a.

d) PACT News: No meeting had been held in September. There had been problems with the traffic light in Wyre and Cllr Tucker reported that County Hall had requested assistance with these from West Mercia Police. 
e) Flood / Drainage: Cllr Betteridge reported that there were still some outstanding issues which the Land Drainage Officer at Wychavon was investigating. 
f) Footpaths: The footpath round the corner of the old Post Office was in a poor state but it was acknowledged that the County Council had limited funds to put towards its improvement. 
g) Village Hall: The Council had received a request for funding to meet the cost of the Parish Games award ceremony, at approximately £28. The Council agreed to put this on the agenda of the next meeting but there was general support from councillors for the donation. 

h) Parish Plan: A section in the newsletter would be devoted to the results of the Parish Survey. There would also be a section on a potential Neighbourhood Plan. 
i) Allotments: Nothing to report. 

j) Neighbourhood Watch: Nothing to report

k) Landfill Site: Cllr Betteridge reported that a meeting was scheduled for later in the month and it was his intention to attend. 


l) Lengthsman: A new lengthsman had been found and would be employed for the remaining six months of the contract with a view to renewing in April 2016. 
m) New Homes Bonus: No further update was available. 
n) Hill & Moor Facebook page: This would be mentioned in the newsletter to spread the word. More content had been added to the page. 
o) Newsletter items: As discussed. Cllr Bell reported that a volunteer had come forward to organise the bonfire and this would be advertised in the newsletter. 
p) Parish Council Vacancies: The vacancies remained and would be advertised in the newsletter. 
6. Planning
a) There were no new planning applications to consider.
b) No new Decision Notices had been received. 
c) Planning Correspondence and Information: The following planning applications had been withdrawn:
· W/15/01731/OU:   Land adjoining Jessamine, Bridge Street, Lower Moor

Proposal: Outline planning application for the construction of 5 detached dwellings, comprising 3 four-bed, 2 three-bed dwellings.

· W/15/00688/OU:   Land off, Chestnut Close, Lower Moor

Provision of 11 residential units of mixed size (1-5 bedroom), inclusive of 3 affordable units, associated highway works, parking, private gardens and associated landscaping works.
7. To discuss the Neighbourhood Plan: Cllrs Bell and Yarnold would gather information to present to parishioners via the newsletter. 
8. To discuss arrangements for a Christmas tree and lights: Last year a Christmas tree had been lit with battery powered lights but the batteries needed frequent replacement. The Council discussed adding a power supply to the field potentially using New Homes Bonus funds towards the cost. The possibility of adding lights along the path was also suggested. Investigations to be made.  
9. Finance
