1. Apologies:  Apologies had been received from Cllr J. Bell.
2. Declarations of Interest: There were no declarations of interest. 
3. Minutes:  It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the  30th July 2015 were  a true and accurate record subject to the following amendment: that the words ‘outside the pub’ be replaced with ‘outside a resident’s home’ at item 3 of Public Questions notes. Cllr Brooker reported that no shooting incident had been reported to the police and no response teams had been requested so the incident was assumed to have been mis-interpreted. 
4. District and County Councillors reports
· Cllr Tucker reported that checks were being made on  planning conditions for disposal of sewage at a recent development.
· Tree at Maytree Road: There had been some difficulty determining ownership of the land on which a tree had recently been felled but it was thought to belong to Rooftop Housing. Nearby residents were anxious that no more trees should be felled. Cllr Tucker would try to arrange a meeting between  representatives of the Parish Council and the Housing Association regarding ongoing concerns. 
· Cllr Tucker reported  that she had received an enquiry into funding for a parent and toddler group and she would speak to the relevant person at County Hall about this.

5. Progress reports: 





a. Playing Field: One more grass cut planned for this season. The ongoing mowing of the field was discussed further at item c.


b. Play area: It was reported that the lengthsman usually carries out the safety checks on the area.
c. Mowing: Cllr Brooker agreed to get an independent assessment of the ailing mower in order for the Parish Council to agree a strategy going forward for the future cutting of the field, although he would not be able to do this for about 4 weeks.

l. Lengthsman: The lengthsman has stated his intention to stand down at the end of September. Cllr Hartley had contacted David Hunter of WCC to obtain some information on recruiting a replacement. The Council discussed the grips on the far side of Salters Lane as there was some doubt as to which parish was responsible for them – this to be clarified.

m. New Homes Bonus: It was confirmed that £7,700 was still available. The Council discussed possible options for using the allocated NHB funds. These included: concrete grips for Salters Lane (subject to assurances that they would not be crushed to powder by the first farm vehicle that drives over them); improvements to the entrance to the village, for example, new signage; assistance towards the Village Hall’s aim to get Wi-Fi. It was noted that parishioners would need to be consulted before any application for NHB funds went ahead. 
n. May Tree Road: There had been reports of a damaged vehicle parked by the church for some time, assumed to have been abandoned, which had been reported to WDC.  
o. Village Shop: There appeared  to be little support for this venture so it would not be further pursued. 
p. Hill & Moor Facebook page: Cllrs Brooker and Bell are both administrators for the Facebook page. It was currently ‘invite only’ but this was under review. The Parish Games had now been linked to the page. 
q. Newsletter items: These would include items detailed in the July minutes plus the Lengthsman’s vacancy and the Neighbourhood Plan.
