Items reported for attention by District or County Council by Cllr. Yarranton and other items of matters arising.
· Lot of flytipping reported and removed.

· Upper Birch – potholes filled and top dressed
· Car hit Bend sign in hedge near to Park Attwood Lodge – now rectified
· Drainage Chamber at Fountain Court – Clean and working properly after being inspected.
· Weeds Low Habberley – Island – alongside footpath - weeds need spraying.  It was noted that the Lengthsmen did not have spraying qualifications.  
·   Parking at entrance to Low Habberley Farm Lane –   Signs now up but were 

being ignored by public, and parking persisted.
·   Spring Bulbs –  planted by lengthsmen   
·   Road from Low Habberley – Trimpley – Jacobs Ladder Bank -  Clerk advised that the District Rangers would cut back the tree branches at a high level, but the County Council were unwilling to do the same on the Golf Club side of the road.
·   New leisure facility now progressing and being built on the Stourport Road.  

·   Parishing of Kidderminster – District progressing on this.   

·   WFDC had set aside £80,000 for repairs to Kidderminster Town Hall.  
· Speeding in rural lanes – “traffic wires” to check speeding would take around 6 weeks to organise.  Of course, with the closure of the road through Trimpley from now until Christmas, it was felt that it would not be a good time to conduct this.

Severn Trent  Matters – The works concerning the replacement water main, and the road through Trimpley being closed was discussed, as were appropriate sitings of applicable signs to minimise traffic disruption.
BT Cover – Mary Moors –  the cover has been lifted off with the chamber is now permanently open.  

Japanese knot weed – Mount Pool  It was not known if Cllr. Grainger had arranged for this weed to be injected with the necessary herbicide.  Injected? Not yet known.  
Fence by Mount Pool Cllr. James Gammond had arranged a quote for a replacement fence in Green Oak – which could be supplied and erected for £330.   Mrs. Nancy Briggs (landowner) had been consulted, and was happy for this to be done.  It was therefore unanimously agreed that the quote be accepted, and Cllr J Gammond would arrange for this work to be done. 
CCTV Camera signage – Not all signs had still not been erected.  Hoarstone Lane one had been erected, but Mary Moors not yet up.
