                        these will not lose their independence. Final approval of the


plan is expected in February 2016. 
Councillor Godwin said that there was an opportunity for Parish Councils to put forward their hopes and ideas by the preparation of a Parish Plan. The Chairman said that he understood their enthusiasm for Parish and Neighbourhood Plans but we had already explored the possibility of amalgamating with Martley and Knightwick Parish Councils but in the end it was decided that we would not engage with them and opined that he understands that they are experiencing difficulties due to the volume of work involved and the time commitment required for the preparation of a Plan. He also expressed the view that the cost of the process seemed very high.  Councillor Pearce went on to say that problems arose because we were late in entering into discussions, and our needs were different. If we were a bigger Parish Council the process would be more appropriate to us. Councillor Winkworth said that if we put into a plan what villagers want and more to the point do not want, it would almost certainly conflict with District Planning Policy, i.e. housing developments etc.   In response to an invitation from Councillor Chambers he agreed that we would engage with discussions that he is planning to hold on the subject of Neighbourhood Planning.

                        There had been 1 planning application received since the last Parish Council meeting, 15/01247/FUL and another 2 since the agenda for October was printed, 15/01284/LBC and 15/01318/HOU. None of these were considered contentious, therefore decisions on all three applications were made at tonight’s meeting.

15/01247/FUL 21.9.2015 Mr C Partridge, Maple Cross Farm, Ankerdine Road, Cotheridge WR6 5LU for ‘Conversion of oast house to single unit of residential accommodation’.  Response ‘recommend APPROVAL’
 15/01318/HOU, 8/10/2015 Mr John Robbins, Sixfields Farm, Bromyard Rd, Cotheridge WR6 5LX for ‘to retain double garage with games room/storage and timber balcony (retrospective). As at 12/10/2015, plans are still not available to view on line, so this application will be considered at a later date. 
15/00861/FUL 6/10/2015 Mr Chris Baulch, land at (os7586 5574 Stoney Ley) for ‘conversion and change of use from stable to tourist accommodation and erection of ancillary stable/store and associated parking. 13.10.2015 Response’ recommend APPROVAL’

b) Clerk’s Report.
A copy had been circulated to all Councillors. The Clerk continues to send photos and dates of when rubbish is being burned at Hill Top to Regulatory Services at Worcester County Council in the hope that something can be done.
Smoke emanating from the burning of vehicle tyres on this site had on numerous occasions caused poor visibility on the adjacent A44.
c) Public Land Officer’s Report for September 2015.
The typed report had not arrived in time for tonight’s meeting, however Peter Parkes had made a verbal report by telephone stating that he has started Broad Green’s clear up. He has been required to remind a visitor at Berryfield of the ‘no dogs allowed’ rule, after witnessing him exercising his dog on the football pitch. Peter continues to remove dog mess from the playing field and surrounding areas.
d) Berryfield Report.
The Clerk had received a complaint from a local resident that in their opinion, the exercise track’s surface is unsafe in parts for the purpose of walking/jogging and wonders if it can be improved? Large stones are still appearing in areas, making it unstable underfoot... 
The Parish Council does have a plan of action to improve the surface which involves using a vibrating roller to break down the large stones and then adding a ‘binding’ substance to the existing material in the hope it will improve its condition. Quotes for costs are to be presented at the next meeting.

Public participation.
Mr. Nick Newell said he was delighted that the Parish Council had voted against planning application 15/00883/OUT. He asked if members of the Parish Council would be attending the M.H.D.C. Planning Committee at which the decision on this application will be determined? The answer was ‘yes’.
As promised by Wolverley Homes, work started on the 10 house build on 28th September 2015. 2 large containers have been sited temporarily in Notts field, one on top of the other, restricting his sight line from his house. Nick asked if the Parish Council could request for them to be placed adjacent to each other? It was suggested that he himself, contacts the builders (Speller-Metcalfe)  who have issued a letter to all local residents, inviting anyone who may’ have queries or complaints’ to contact them via email or phone. The contact details of the Site Manager and Contract Manager were also included.
In answer to a query from the floor, start date for the Hines site is still unknown.

Mr. Derek Woodall was unaware that the 10 houses currently being built will include 3 affordable ones. The Chairman explained the history of this agreement.

Mrs. Hill asked the District Councillors if they knew what month M.H.D.C. planning committee meeting will be held at which 15/00883/OUT would be considered. They were unsure, probably in November. 

Mrs Jan Norris wanted assurance from the District Councillors that as Anthony Young (planning officer originally assigned to15/00883/OUT) will be leaving M.H.D.C in the near future, all relevant correspondence and efforts made by the Action Group and others connected to this planning application will be forwarded on to the new planning officer, yet to be assigned? Councillor Chapman assured her that they would and reminded those present that with the large number of planning applications being received, there was enormous pressure on the department.
Mr Haynes asked about Lightwood Lane. Councillor Downes asked him if he had been present at the last Parish Council meeting in September. 

As Mr Haynes had not been present, Councillor Downes read out the Council’s response to this planning application which was to recommend refusal. Mr Haynes was satisfied with this response. 
Councillor Pearce then explained about County Councillor Grove’s previous promise to follow up the Re-instatement Order on these premises.

Outline application with all matters reserved except details of access, for the erection of B1/B8 development at Field Ridge following demolition of existing buildings and restoration of land at Upper Howsen Farm.Response: The Parish Council does not regard the statement of ‘demolition of existing buildings and restoration of land at Upper Howsen Farm’ relevant in any respect to this application therefore our original comments remain valid. This will be ratified at the next PC meeting on 14.9.2015. 

15/00957/FUL 30.7.2015 Sun & Soil.
Location: Otherton Farm, Otherton Lane, Cotheridge, Worcester WR6 5LS for:

Ground mounted solar farm installation of up to 4.0MW capacity including ancillary buildings, CCTV, security fencing, access tracks, landscaping and all associated infrastructure. Recommend APPROVAL.
15/00621CLE  Mr & Mrs R D Rogers for an Application for a Lawful Development Certificate for an existing use of the buildings and land (not included in planning permission 04/01714/FUL) granted Nov 2014 for B2(General Industrial) use at Little Lightwood Farm, Lightwood Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LT. RESPONSE The Parish Council is not satisfied with the completeness and accuracy of the information in the Statutory Declaration. It finds it questionable that D&L Contractors (now in receivership/voluntary liquidation) were carrying on a business with a B2 classification without consent. During the last 12 months, the Parish Council has received numerous complaints relating to this business including noise, air and light pollution and site traffic. If this Certificate of Lawfulness would result in a resurgence of these problems then a refusal would be our recommendation.
15/00883/OUT  15.7.2015. Land between Church Lane and Broadwas Primary School Broadwas for ‘Outline application, with all matters reserved for a residential development of up to 25 dwellings of which 40% are to be affordable dwellings. With associated new access and car parking, on-site biodiversity area and public open space. Applicant Wolverley Homes Ltd. RESPONSE
Whilst the concept of supplying affordable housing in the village is, without doubt, agreeable, before this substantially more ambitious project of 25 houses (App.No.15/00883/OUT) which encroaches on open agricultural countryside, is considered for approval, the PC would wish to see the three previously approved/submitted applications (13/01209/FUL,14/01682/FUL,13/01224/FUL) started, completed and occupied.

In all, the current applications would potentially increase the housing in the village by some 30 to 33% which the PC consider to be unsustainable growth.

Contrary to the Statement of Community Involvement submitted with the application, this recommendation has been formulated without any consultation with the developers with respect to this site. It is, of course, ancillary to the jurisdiction of the statutory agencies, who will consider the possible problems which fall within their remit, concerning; traffic, sewage and surface water disposal and proximity of heritage (i.e. listed buildings) and wildlife sites.

On this basis we recommend refusal of outline planning permission.
