1. Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr. Tim Ireson, Cllr. Ann Carter and District Cllr. Lynn Duffy.
Lady Anne Judge, with the Chairman’s permission outlined the plans St Mary’s PCC were preparing

to improve facilities at the Church in Elmbridge. They consisted of plans for a disabled toilet in the churchyard and re-arrangement of the vestry and area at the back of the church to provide a kitchen facility. Wychavon DC required the PCC to conduct a public consultation in co-operation with the Parish council. A formal request and details would be sent by the Churchwardens.

The report revealed an increased level of crime in the area, particularly thefts from outbuildings.

Matters arising
5.1 Water Leak, Elmbridge Lane (Item 10.1)

There had been no improvement to the water leak at the bottom of Badger Bank. Severn Trent had been informed but the Parish Council had no knowledge of any action.
6.  General 
6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
The Lengthsman would carry out two days of flood prevention work in October when the verges and hedges had been cut.
· Soil and debris had been cleared from drains in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane and Purshull Green Lane
· Headwalls had been cleared in The Knoll and Addis lane (Watery Lane)
· The drain at the Tanglewood had been rodded
· Foliage had been cut from signs in Cutnall Green 


Worcester County Council had introduced a random inspection of work carried out by Lengthsmen
6.2 Highways.
· The Winter Gritting Newsletter had been received
· Highways had been informed about damaged road signs at The Knoll.

· The Cutnall green footpath had been referred to the Local Response team

· Potholes near the Church were to be inspected

· Upgrading the M5 Junction 4a – 6 to a Smart Motorway was to begin in the Autumn
· Grit Bins – Worcs County Council would site one at The Knoll. An additional bin would be ordered for Purshull Green Lane. The Clerk would replace lost or stolen scoops.

· Speed on A442 – A letter expressing concern about speed on the A442 through Cutnall Green sent to Nigel Huddleston MP had been referred to Elmley Lovett PC. At the Elmley PC meeting 25 members of the public attended expressing concerns and suggestions. County Cllr. Maurice Broomfield agreed to finance VAS signs in the village. Elmbridge PC supported this and would contribute to the cost of insurance after 2 years. District Cllr. Lynn Duffy and the Chairman of Elmley Lovett PC were to investigate double white lines and reduced speed limits through Cutnall Green.

7.3 New Homes Bonus
£1,711 was now available. £4,911 was potentially available over the next 3 years.

Plans would be made next April when a further amount would be available. 
8. Planning
8.1 1 Addis Cottage, Addis Lane. Application for a 1st floor extension and dormer windows to the rear had been approved
8.2 Bryans Green Farm. Application to convert barn to 3 holiday apartments had been approved.
8.3 Land opposite Stirrups on A442. Application had been made to provide vehicular and pedestrian access to the field. Concern was expressed about road safety and possible parking.

8.4 Broadhouse Farm. Planning permission and Listed Building Consent had been applied for to clad an existing greenhouse to form a store.

8.5 Cornshire Field Farm. Enforcement Officers had visited. The panel fencing was within permitted development height; there was no evidence of further caravans and the box body of a refrigerated vehicle was temporary and did not require planning permission. No breach of planning control was taking place.

9. Correspondence

A list detailing 26 items of correspondence and relevant emails was circulated to Councillors. In addition several update emails had been received from CALC.

10. Items of Interest

10.1 Parish verges had been particularly well cut this year

10.2 Visibility on the bend near Cornshire farm was causing concern

10.3 A flat-bed tipper wagon was responsible for fly-tipping. Cllr. Barbara Talbot was able to supply its registration number.
