6.  General 
6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
The Lengthsman would carry out two days of flood prevention work in 26th/27th November.
The Clerk would send a Christmas gift of £15 to David Miles.
· Silt and leaves had been cleared from drains in Elmbridge Lane and Addis Lane (Watery Lane) and at Purshull Green, the Knoll and Cutnall Green. 
6.2 Highways.
· Highways England were to do preparatory work clearing vegetation from 10th to 19th November and then begin Smart Motorway work on the M5, junctions 4A to 6.
· A Grit Bin had been ordered for Purshull Green Lane.
· Potholes had been reported opposite Tanglewood, on the bends below the Church and in Elmbridge Green Lane.
· The Clerk would contact Dodderhill PC about culverts near the Golf Club.
· The signpost from A442 into Clattercut Lane was in poor condition. The Clerk would contact Highways.
· Vehicle Activated Signs (VAS) on the A442 in Cutnall Green had been agreed. Other ant-speed measures were being pursued

7.3 New Homes Bonus
£1,711 was now available. It was agreed to use this money to purchase SmartWater kits for each home in the Parish at a cost of |£8.90 each plus VAT. The cost of supplying 189 homes + the Church + 2 Halls would be £1708.80 + £341.76 VAT, a total of £2050.56. The Council would be able to recover the VAT.
The Clerk would obtain application forms, prepare a flyer for the Parish Magazine and a notice for the Notice Board.

7.4 Work Place Pensions

Pension legislation now compelled employers to offer pension arrangements to employees. The Clerk, being the only employee of the Council, exercised her right to decline any offer coming from the Council.
7.5 Precept
Precept date was 5th February 2016. The Chairman would prepare a budget and the Precept would be decided at the January meeting of the Council.

8. Planning
8.1 PCC proposal for WC in Churchyard and Kitchen facilities in Church. A letter from the Churchwarden advised the PCC’s intentions. The Wychavon Tree Officer was satisfied that the nearby Yew Tree would not be affected so the Architect would prepare plans and a consultation would be started.
8.2  Broadhouse Farm. Planning permission and Listed Building Consent had been granted to re- clad an existing greenhouse to form a store.
8.3 Land opposite Stirrups on A442. Approval had been granted for vehicular and pedestrian access to the field.
