3. Minutes: It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 12th November 2015 were  a true and accurate record.

4. District and County Councillors reports
Cllr Tucker reported that the District Council continued to build on its partnership with Malvern Hills District Council as the two legal departments were now being brought together. There was nothing to report from the County Council.
5. Progress reports:





a) Playing Field: The playing field had been cut again and the grasscutter had been given a key for the gate.  
b) Play area: Nothing to report. 
c) Mowing:  The mower had been picked up and taken off for evaluation. It was noted that on its return, volunteers for mowing would have to be identified. Costs for in-house mowing and contractor mowing would be obtained. 

d) PACT News: It was reported that the next PACT meeting was scheduled for the 20th January 2016. Cllr Jeanes agreed to be the Council’s representative at the area PACT meetings. Cllr Yarnold would forward the agenda on. 

e) Flood / Drainage: Cllr Tucker was awaiting contact from officers within Wychavon regarding  plans to utilise the flood money that had been awarded to the Parish Council. The funds had been intended for works identified from a catchment survey but the survey itself had not been carried out due to lack of funds. Cllr Tucker was still pursuing a way forward. 
f) Footpaths:  It was noted that the path by the Chestnut Tree Inn was getting muddy.
g) Village Hall:  The Village Hall continued to be busy. The recent table top sale had been very successful.

m) Newsletter items: Cllr Yarnold offered to write a piece for the next newsletter urging residents to clear up after their dogs following complaints from residents in Church Lane. 
n) Parish Council Vacancies: All three vacancies had now been filled. 
6. Planning
a) New planning applications:

· W/15/02884/RM:   Lower End Farm, Bridge Street, Lower Moor


Proposal: Reserved matters for 2 new build, 4 bedroom houses with detached garages following outline planning permission ref W/14/02868/OU

The Council had no objection to the application. 
· W/15/02815/CU: Hill and Moor Meadows, Evesham Road, Lower Moor
Proposal: Change of use of land to use as a residential caravan site for 3 gypsy families, each with two caravans, including laying of hardstanding and erection of two amenity buildings
It was acknowledged that the Council would need to reflect the objections of residents in its response to the application. Equally it was felt that the Council had a weak case to object given that a similar application on an adjacent site had been given approval albeit on appeal.  Some discussion took place on whether or not to request a meeting with the Head of Housing & Planning and the Chief Executive of the District Council to discuss the application and the ongoing matter of traveller sites in the parish. District Cllr Tucker agreed to request that the application be referred to the Wychavon Planning Committee on the grounds of the disproportionate number of traveller sites in the parish, the highways access to the site, and the lack of definition of the site as it opened out onto a field. Cllrs Betteridge and Yarnold agreed to compose a response objecting to the application. 
b) Wychavon District Council Decisions:

Land adjoining south west of Railway Bridge and Land adjacent south east of Railway Bridge, Bridge Street, Lower Moor
Two new build, 4-bed dormer houses to plots of land adjacent to replace extant planning approval 15/00482

b) To agree an additional signatory for the bank account: Cllr A. Jeanes agreed to be a signatory. 
c) To discuss the budget for 2016/17: The Council considered the information circulated and resolved to further discuss the information and set the precept and budgets at the January meeting. 
9. Correspondence for Information: There was none. 
10. Clerk’s report: The Clerk reported that the Parish Council was required to have a suitable pension scheme in place by the 1st May 2017 following the recent changes to pension laws. 
11. Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda: 
Cllr Saunders asked if the village would benefit from an adults football team, and whether the playing field could be used. Cllr Yarnold expressed concern that the pitch area might become muddy and slippery. Cllr Saunders explained that the games would likely take place every other weekend and he would be happy to form a team.
Items for the next agenda would include further discussion of the budget and precept. The content of the next newsletter would also need to be addressed at one of the next few meetings with items on Field Day and an explanation of issues concerning the mower.

Public Questions

Several members of the public spoke in objection to the planning application for the Change of Use at Hill and Moor Meadows. There was some discussion on the exact location of the site; this was clarified and it was confirmed that the Change of Use was a new application and not an extension of the application for the parcel of land adjacent to it. 
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
