County Councillor’s report: No report
District Councillors’ report: Cllr Chambers advised that a strategic review would be completed at MHDC by October. Closer work with Parish councils was envisaged together with devolved services. The chief executive would be pleased to visit the parish if requested.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 1st June 2015:  

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that the PROW’s were  generally good. 
Highways: The VAS is currently on Crown East Lane and would be moved to Peachley lane.
Allotments: The owner of an overgrown allotment would receive a warning letter. The skip had been welcomed and was well used.
Anti Social Behaviour:  No report
Village Hall: No report. 
SWDP: The SWDP is currently on target.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd reported that he had met the Lord of the Manor and that he thought a satisfactory solution to the alleged encroachment at Summerfield had been agreed.
Vicarage Green: The damaged see saw had been repaired. Mr Steel advised that he would arrange for the bench which had been move from the allotments to be repaired.
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Morris referred to the overgrown alley between Peachley Lane and Jacomb Road. The clerk to ask Simon Skeys to cut back vegetation. 
Sudden Cardiac Arrest – Mr Lee Huxley explained the need for CPR training, public access to a defibrillator and defibrillator training. The parish council supported the initiative and agreed to purchase 2 defribrillators and secure cabinets at a cost of approx £3,200.

	*1 The proposed development is in excess of the SWDP allocation and also exceeds the 62 homes accepted as necessary by residents when consulted as part of the parish plan. The proposed development is outside the current settlement boundary. 

*2 The proposed development is outside the settlement boundary, in a narrow road with no footpath and is not sustainable. The proposed development would be in an isolated rural location removed from the nearest urban area or village location at Lower Broadheath. The development of the site would be incompatible with the principles of sustainable development as set out in the National Planning Policy Framework. The proposed development will also conflict with the aims of the development plan which are to direct most new residential development to sites within or adjacent to urban areas and also to reduce reliance upon private motor vehicles as a means of transport. Given the remote location of the site, it is likely that the proposal would result in an increase in private motor vehicle movements locally, as future occupiers seek to access essential services and facilities. The proposed development would constitute a socially unsustainable form of development incompatible with the advice and guidance contained in the National Planning Policy Framework
*3 The property is in an isolated area and is not sustainable. The proposed development would be in an isolated rural location removed from the nearest urban area or village location at Lower Broadheath. The development of the site would be incompatible with the principles of sustainable development as set out in the National Planning Policy Framework. The proposed development will also conflict with the aims of the development plan which are to direct most new residential development to sites within or adjacent to urban areas and also to reduce reliance upon private motor vehicles as a means of transport. Given the remote location of the site, it is likely that the proposal would result in an increase in private motor vehicle movements locally, as future occupiers seek to access essential services and facilities. The proposed development would constitute a socially unsustainable form of development incompatible with the advice and guidance contained in the National Planning Policy Framework. The term ‘redundant agricultural building’ is dubious as it has for many years been used as a stable, which is equestrian use and subject to different planning regulations.
*4 The development is in an isolated area in the significant gap between the village and Worcester. The proposal is not sustainable.

The proposal is overdevelopment of the site and is in excess of the SWDP allocation.
