Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on the 6th July and 3rd August 2015 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that the proposed development of Norton Parkway station had received planning approval. The cost is £26.5million and it is due to open in 2017. The council is seeking additional foster parents. Central government is seeking to devolve powers to local government. The county council is considering it’s response. It is hoped to resurface the footway in Martley Road from Hallow Lane to the Post Office in March 2016. Funds are being sort to extend the widening of the A4440 over Carrington Bridge.
District Councillors’ report: Cllr Godwin advised that the SWDP was likely to be approved by council shortly and the details would be publicised. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 6th July and 3rd August 2015:  

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that several fallen trees had been removed. It was reported that a manhole cover was leaking sewage. Mrs Carver to inspect and advise Severn Trent.
Highways: The VAS has been in Peachley Lane and did not indicate any speeding issues. The footway along Martley Road has not been sided – the clerk to contact the lengthsman.
Allotments: A letter would be sent out with the invoice this year to be signed and returned agreeing to keep the allotment in good order and to ensure that the gate is kept locked.
Anti Social Behaviour:  No report
Village Hall: The replacement window above the main entrance has been installed.. 
SWDP: The SWDP is currently on target.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd reported that he had received details of the common account. There were still issues with the alleged Summerfield encroachment.
Vicarage Green: There was concern about the goal posts being moved which resulted in balls being kicked into gardens.
Defribrillators: No response had been received from BHF. The clerk to contact Julie Plante for advice on how to proceed.
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Barber reported that the centre white line in Hallow Lane on the bends near the Peachley Lane junction needed to be replaced. The clerk to advise highways.
