Apologies: Mr. R. Bass, Mrs. A. Carver, Mrs J. Davison, Cllr D Chambers and Cllr D Godwin
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared an interest in the proposed village hall car park improvements and Mr Wedd declared an interest in the planning application at the Dewdrop Inn.           

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Faiers and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 7th September 2015 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that funding of £33 million pounds was available to extend the dualling of the A4440 from Norton island to Whittington island. The county council was considering accepting the devolution of some powers from central government. The announcement that local authorities would be able to retain business rates was welcomed but the whole package would need to be examined.
District Councillors’ report: In the absence of the district councillors Cllr Grove advised that the district council was looking at reducing the number of senior managers by three. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 7th September 2015:  

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver had advised that the sewage problem had been resolved quickly by Severn Trent. The work done so far by the lengthsman siding out the Martley Road footway was approved. The clerk to ask him to complete the section from the village to the food factory.
Highways: No report.
Allotments: A new tenancy agreement will be sent with the November invoice.

Anti Social Behaviour:  No report
Village Hall: The problem with parking at the village Hall was discussed.  Residents in Peachley Gardens have complained about the school staff parking in the area as they are unable to use the Hall car park several days a week.  There is also an issue with parents dropping off their children for school parking on the Martley Road close to the junction with Church Lane and causing a blind spot for traffic exiting Church Lane. A quote in the region of £8000 has been submitted by Walsh Construction for the provision of a temporary car park on the Vicarage Green to provide an extra twenty spaces which would be for use by the school and as an overflow car park for events at the Hall or church when necessary. The Parish Council agreed in principle to extend the car park but Mr. Steel felt he could obtain a lower quote from his sources and was asked to do so and report back to the clerk within two weeks. 
SWDP: No report.
Broadheath Common: No report.
Vicarage Green: A complaint had been received concerning dog fouling on the Vicarage Green. An item will be included in the village newsletter about the issue. There was also concern about the need to access the Vicarage Green via the children’s play area. The provision of a gate / opening into the field would be considered.
It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Faiers and resolved to undertake the resurfacing of the path across Vicarage Green at a cost of approximately £3,000.The clerk to ask PROW to replace the kissing gate into Grange Road.
Defribrillators: The clerk reported that the schemes involve the use of free access cabinets. It was considered that coded cabinets should be provided. The clerk to pursue the bid on that basis.
Suspension of Standing Orders: No report.
