Apologies: Mrs J. Davison, Mrs J. Faiers and Mr. M.Wattis
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non pecuniary interest in the proposed village hall car park improvements and the MUGA. 
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 5th October 2015 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that the result of a bid for funds to improve the southern link road would be announced on 25th November. £100,000 had been received to enable free wi-fi to be provided in libraries. £25 million saving would still be required in 2016 of which £23million had been identified. 
District Councillors’ report: The increased use of shared services with Wychavon DC was being pursued. The strategic review of senior management would be reporting in the new year. There is a meeting with WCC highways on 20th November to discuss the need for both west Worcester developments to be considered together and for the access road to serve as a through route. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 5th October 2015:  

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver advised that the paths were in good condition for the season.
Highways: No report.
Allotments: Mr Steel suggested that a notice board for allotment matters would be beneficial. He would review the design / costings for the December meeting.

Anti Social Behaviour:  No report
Village Hall: Mr Beard outlined the position with regard to proposed temporary car park extension. It was thought that the car park works would be under £8,000. A new heating boiler is required for the village hall at a cost of under £7,000.

It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved to loan the hall committee up to £7,000 to fund the boiler replacement. 
SWDP: It was agreed that Mr Wedd would draft the council’s response to be forwarded by the clerk in due course.
Broadheath Common: No report.
Vicarage Green: Mr Steel reported that the footpath work on Vicarage Green had been completed.
Defribrillators: The clerk reported that bid for 2 defibrillators and cabinets had been submitted.
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Morris complained about the condition of the footway between Hallow Lane and the Post Office. The county council hope to resurface in spring 2016.
Correspondence:  A letter had been received from the Nora Parsons Day centre explaining that their funding support had been cut. It was proposed Mr Wedd seconded Mr Bass and resolved to donate an additional £300 during the current financial year.
To discuss both the location and application for 106 monies for a MUGA:
A preliminary report, from the district valuer, indicated that the purchase price of the field would be in the region of £32,000. The clerk to proceed with a planning application. Mr Wedd to proceed with the bid for 106 funds.
