The Parish Council strongly objects to any change in the condition made by Wychavon District Councils planning officer. The Parish Council understands that the applicant is seeking to amend the condition so that the occupancy of the caravans is for 10 months of the year not 8 months and that for the remaining two months the caravans remain on site un-occupied.

Condition 1 above was put in place under the guidelines of polices that are in place to determine planning applications, in this instance policy Econ 20.
The site and area is not suitable for 10 month occupation there are no local amenities within suitable walking distance, in the winter months there are no pavements no street lights and very narrow lanes that are always in need of repair, to put extra traffic on these lanes during the winter months would then require extra maintenance from the highways department which are already stretched financially. The argument to leave the caravans there for January and February would then mean the site ceases to become seasonal as owners would still visit the site on a regular basis to maintain the caravans, this again would mean extra traffic on the highway.
A full report will be sent to the Planning Inspectorate.
