Minutes of Stoulton Parish Council held at Stoulton Village Hall on Tuesday 24th November 2015 at 7.00pm.

1. Apologies:  To receive apologies and approve reasons for absence.

Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr M Woodcock. 
2. Declaration Of Interests.

Councillors were reminded to update their registers of interest held by Wychavon and to declare any personal or prejudicial interest in items on the agenda and their nature.

The council agreed for dispensation for Cllr A Walker, to be part of the discussion and vote on the precept until the end of April 2019.

Several parishioners have been concerned at the installation of the wind turbine, however the parish, district and county councillors all agreed that the correct procedures had been undertaken by Wychavon.

Activity in the Evesham Road area of the parish was of great to concern to parishioners, all the relevant bodies have been notified and are trying to resolve the various issues.

c) Future of Pershore’s Broad Street Trees.

The council agreed for Cllr Bean to respond to Wychavon, expressing concern at the removal of the trees , however pleased they are being replaced with some more suitable.
