OTHER MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION ONLY  -  not referred to in the Agenda.

Cllr Molloy brought up the subject of providing a disabled parking bay on the 
car park at the front of the village hall.  After much discussion it was 
decided that this would not be very regularly used and would take one and a 
half parking spaces away on the front.  It was thought that perhaps a portable 
sign would be better which could be put out when it was known that a disabled 
person would be attending.

Cllr Clifford asked if the rubbish which has been dumped in Dusthouse Lane 
and Grimley Lane could be reported and cleared. He also said that it appeared 
as if only the potholes in Walnut Lane are to be filled in and no resurfacing was 
to take place. The Clerk was asked to check with highways exactly what the 
situation is.
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Cllr Hewer asked if a letter could be sent to the residents at 76 Finstall Road 
asking them to trim back one of their bushes which is overhanging the 
footpath.  He also suggested that a letter should be sent direct to Giles & Co 
about their sign at the rugby club.  It was agreed to liaise with Revd Holzapfel 
and a letter could be sent from St Godwalds as well as the parish council.

Cllr Spencer confirmed she had attended the emergency planning forum.  She 
had a copy of the Community Emergency Plan Toolkit and it was agreed this 
should be copied for each Councillor.

It was confirmed that the Christmas tree would be delivered on or before the 
27th November so that it is in place before the Christmas Fair at the village 
hall.
