Defib cabinet 

· New keys to the defibrillator cabinet are held by the clerk, Cllrs Knight, Evans, Heath and the shop.
Dog Waste

· Complaints have been received this month about the increase in dog waste in the village, particularly in the area of the Church.  Cllr Moran has agreed to put up new signage in that area and has also included an article in the parish magazine.

Street Lights

· Repairs have been requested to street lights outside 24 Myatt Road and outside 1 Newtown.  There have been issues with both lamps.  Eon report that there is no supply to the lamp in Newtown which has now been reported to Western Power to address and the concrete column in Myatt Road is showing signs of age.  Provisional contact has been made to Prysmian for a replacement column. 

Youth Bus

· The clerk emailed to establish the cost of additional visits by the Youth Bus to Offenham and followed up with a phone call.  It would appear that the Youth Bus is independently financed and relies on grants to continue but it has been established that a visit would incur a cost of £50 per visit (usually 2 hours).  Robin Mace is the co-ordinator who liaises with Mr Jennings from Offenham Youth Club.  It was advised that during the school holiday no Youth Club takes place, suggested dates to cover the absence of Youth Club are 1st April, 22nd July, 5th August and 19th August.  

S106 monies

· A letter has been received from Heather Peachey, WDC detailing s106 monies held for development in Offenham.  The clerk contacted Heather for clarification about the use of these monies towards the Recreation Ground enhancement project.  It would appear that monies allocation from the Crabtree Leys site may not necessarily need to go towards the site in Evesham if we have a suitable project in the village.  WDC have a project in mind where they are planning to purchase land by the football club and develop a sports site but this may not be for at least 18 months.  An explanation of possibilities for the recreation ground was explained to Heather Peachey and she feels that she could support it, subject to consultation, as an enhancement project.
