	Police Report
The police advised there had been little crime to report.  A trike type vehicle was causing nuisance being driven around Habberley Valley.  

There had been no progress in finding the perpetrator who had pushed over the road signs, or who had damaged the metal gate at Eymore Severn Trent Car Park.

	Talk by Steve Greybanks (Architect) in respect of proposed plans for the Park Attwood Clinic Site

Architect Steve Greybanks (engaged by the current owners) outlined proposed plans with the help of projected screens, including 5 additional houses and conversion of the main building into flats.  Members of the public present asked questions about the proposed plans, including extra traffic they thought the proposals would generate, maintenance of the access road, and also their perceived over-development of the site.  Cllr Green (as chair) made it clear that no comments either for or against the proposals would be formulated at the moment, and advised that the Council would make no comment until an official planning application had been submitted.  However, she expressed thanks to Mr. Greybanks for coming to the meeting to explain the proposals, and to keep local people informed.

Items reported for attention by District or County Council by Cllr. Yarranton and other items of matters arising.
· Fountain to Habberley Road island – central white line had never been repainted since last resurfacing.

· Speed measurement wires in Trimpley –will be put down now Sev Trent done.
· Hoobrook link road – Cllr. Yarranton advised that there would be traffic lights at both end of this relief road, not a roundabout.
· Flytipping – had been removed from Wassell Wood / Hoarstone Lane.
· Cost of Flytipping removal in Wyre Forest -  Cllr. Yarranton advised that this was £24,000 p.a.

BT Cover – Mary Moors – It was believed that this had been repaired.  Cllr Phillips would report to next month’s meeting. 
Parrots feather in Marsh – requires more spraying. 
CCTV signage – now up.  Official District Notices –  Cllr Yarranton would check to see if District Council would provide and put up signage at trouble spots for fly tipping, as it was costing the District Council a lot of money in removing such rubbish..  

No Parking on the Grass Signs at Low Habberley – had been stolen.  Further measures would perhaps need to be taken.   
Stairs into valley in place – but rock section of footpath – big treetrunk dislodged, and needs clearing.
New Noticeboards – were on order.

Church Roof & Repairs – progress was being made, albeit slow.  Funding was now in place but it would be New Year before work starts.  It was hoped to report better news in February
Woodland Trust vaccination of badgers - Wassell Wood – it was reported that this was a 5 – year programme – and in the 2nd year no new badgers or cubs were reported.  Vaccination had therefore stopped as costly and ineffective.H

Main bin at the village hall now being serviced.  Litter seems to be well handled by Archer Bros, but the road had been closed until quite recently.  When traffic was re-using the road, litter may again start to appear.
