PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

County Council:
No report.

District Council:
On December 1st both councils agreed that a joint legal services team would be put in place to serve both Wychavon and Malvern hills it will be hosted by Malvern Hills and will start on 1st January 2016.
It was also agreed to appoint a Joint Monitoring Officer who will be Ian Marshall. The resolution of the Monitoring Officer role by both Councils, this will mean that the complete transitional Senior Management Structure will be in place from 1st January 2016. Both councils have agreed that the transitional structure (with 7 posts) will reduce to six posts no later than the end of September 2016. 

The teams will be made up as follows:
  Housing and Planning (Gary Williams team) – Duncan Rudge( MHDC) and Dave Hammond ( WDC ) take on a deputising role for Gary representing their respective Councils as Planning Services Managers
Strategy, Democratic Services and Customer Services ( Fiona Narburgh) – new joint role in place from 1st January 2016 

Deputy CE and Deputy MD (Andy Baldwin and Vic Allison) – only changes in this structure are the inclusion of the Joint Monitoring Officer in this team who will report to both Vic and Andy. (Ian Marshall is being set up with a new Malvern Hills email address and he also will retain his Wychavon email 
Ivor Pumfrey and Phil Merricks roles will not change

Community Buildings Survey

Wychavons Community Development team is currently having consultants put together a Community Buildings Strategy for Wychavon, but the survey response from parishes has been disappointing. ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION.
1. Allotments- Land- Letter - No response has been received. It was agreed to put an advert in parish magazine and cllrs would actively seek land available either for purchase or lease.
2. Welcome Pack- Cllr Grant has produced a sleeve with loose leaf pages that can be updated for cllr consideration. These will be available for distribution w/c 18th January 2016. It was suggested that a PC facebook page may be of use to support this document. Next agenda for consideration.
3. Memorial Hall- i. Wall and Door. Cllrs Davis and |Cleveland to carry out site visit for next meeting.
4. Village Marker- Cllr Grant proposed that a village marker of some design be considered, perhaps commemorating key village residents or detailing important village landmarks. It was agreed that Cllr Davis would check exact process and constraints as this has been considered previously and that Cllr Grant would provide examples of ideas for next meeting.
5. Parking on Verges-The PC has received a number of complaints regarding parking on verges and very close to residents windows. This was referred to PCSO Wilson for investigation and agreed that a message should be put in magazine reminding residents about ‘considerate parking’.
6. Bretfest 2016- Correspondence has been received advising that Bretfest 2016 will take place from 16th until 23rd July 2016. Representatives requested possible funding for the event and whether the PC wished a presentation on the event. It was unanimously agreed that the PC would like details of: Constitution, plans and acts for the event and amount possibly required prior to attendance at the PC meeting.
