The Clerk reported that replacement litter bins had now been located throughout the Village although he was awaiting a bill for their delivery from Wychavon Council under the scheme where one had been purchased with another being provided free.

1.  The District Council was continuing the push towards finding efficiency savings with the prospect of severe budget restraints arising from the economic downturn and the anticipated reduction in Central Government funding

2.  After initial teething problems the refuse collection system seemed to be settling well. A weekly food waste collection service had been introduced and there may be a future extension to the payable green waste collection service.

The following applications had been received for comment:- 

	Location: Top Of The Hill, Wyre Hill, Wyre Piddle, Pershore, WR10 2HS Proposal: 
Proposal: Construction of single storey and two storey extensions to rear of property to provide additional accommodation. Together with landscaping works and refurbishment of existing pavement crossover.

Comments :The Council  considered this application and wished to register its  objections as it is felt that the building would result in an over development of the immediate area and that the proposed buildings would be totally out of character with those in the immediate built environment.  

The rear extension will extend the house way beyond the existing building line of all other properties in the local area causing overshadowing to adjacent homes. 

There was also a concern that the plans show that the ground floor front left room is described as a 'consulting room'. This would indicate that the premises may be used as a place of work. This would also have significant implications for adjacent property and the local road infrastructure. 

The Parish Council had also received notices of objection to the development from local residents which had been forwarded to the District Council.

The Council unanimously resolved to object to the application on these grounds
