Public Question Time- Closure of the meeting to allow the public 
present to speak on any matters relating to Grimley Parish.

   Mr Brian Thompson gave a brief update on the amount of restoration or 

   lack thereof, taking place on the quarry site and that there appears to be 

   no timeframe for fully reverting the area back to Greenfield condition.  

   He requested that the Parish Council include this information in their 

   Appeal Response.


   Robin Humphreys, Action Group, responded to advise Members that 
     Tarmac have stated that they wish to get on with restoration of the site 
     but that they are currently in dispute with the Church Commissions 
     and/or their Agents regarding access to the land (Tarmac’s lease expired 
     in March 2015). WCC have agreed a timeline for Tarmac to ‘remove 
     most’ by April 2016 and ‘clear all’ by end of September 2016. Mr 


  Humphreys commented that this later point is unfortunate, since the 

  Planning Inspector will undertake his visit of the area whilst equipment 
    etc is still on site, the beauty of the surroundings will be hidden and the 

  proximity of the village will be at risk of being ignored. This would also be 
    a crucial point to include in the Appeal Response.

Planning – to consider, comment and resolve to respond to the following planning applications

a. 15/000016CM - Proposed Materials Recycling Facility, Workshop Building & Ecological Restoration & Enhancement Areas, Church Farm Quarry, Grimley.

i. To receive an update from the Grimley Action Group.

Robin Humphreys reported that the Action Group met on 11th January 2016 to review the Appeal documentation and agreed that it would be unwise to proceed without professional assistance, technical expertise and the input of a planning specialist. The Action Group felt that Pencroft’s Appeal Statement is much better worded than their original planning application. The Action Group propose to write their own response to the Appeal and also to work on a response on behalf of the Parish Council. Mr Humphreys requested the Parish Council’s support for this proposal and funding to allow a specialist to be hired. He reported that he had already had a preliminary discussion with the consultants whom assisted the Parish Council with their previous response to the Pencroft Planning Application. Sian Griffiths of RCA Regeneration had agreed in principle a figure of no more than £1000.00 plus VAT to write a reply to the Appeal and also a later reply to Pencroft’s rebuttal if required (NB, potentially two pieces of work). It was stressed that RCA had not be formally hired and that no order had taken place.
ii. To debate and resolve upon the Parish Council /Grimley Action Group response to the appeal, being dealt with by the Planning Inspectorate via written representations.

Members unanimously agreed to support the Action Group’s proposals and to provide funding for the hire of Consultants. 

Additional points discussed include:

· Planning Inspector’s site visit will be in March/April 2016.
· The procedures involved in Written Representations support the technical debate and intricacies of this Appeal and may be an advantage to those who are against the planning application.

· The sourcing of this funding from current budget/reserves and the requirement to replenish funds in forthcoming years.

· The importance of fighting this appeal on behalf of the entire parish, not just those residents in Grimley Village.

· To approach Holt and Hallow PC and inform them of this undertaking and request comment and financial assistance if possible.

· The Action Group’s response will highlight the transport problems associated with the quarry, particularly in Holt.

iii. To further discuss and resolve if necessary, on hiring consultants to assist with the Parish Council / Grimley Action Group response to this appeal, to a maximum of £1500.


Members noted and agreed that since RCA had so successfully helped the Parish Council in relation to this topic in the past and since time was so exceedingly short, RCA should be again hired to undertake a response and a later response to rebuttal. Members requested that Robin Humphreys liaise with Sian Griffiths to ensure that she begins work asap. Members asked Mr Humphreys to also confirm with Sian the full cost and to ensure that the £1000 + VAT limit is fully understood by both parties.
iv. Motion to provide the Action Group with delegated powers with regard to decisions on content and format of the Parish Council response.


Members unanimously agreed to provide the Action Group with the necessary powers to undertake this work, to appoint RCA Regeneration, to sign the contract on behalf of the Parish Council and to review and revise Sian’s Appeal Response as necessary. 

A draft copy of the Appeal Response will hopefully be distributed by the Clerk to all Members on Monday 18th AM, for immediate comment and amendment if necessary – NB. the deadline for the Planning Inspector to receive all comments is 19th January.
