The meeting was closed at this point to allow members of the public to speak.

Mr & Mrs Bullock reported the problems caused by the destruction of the grass verge outside The Old School House – it is rutted and the grass has been destroyed by vehicles driving over it, and the path is covered in mud. The dip in the path outside The Gables floods due to a broken pipe in the culvert.
It was agreed that the clerk should contact WCC to ask if enforcement action can be taken to stop people driving over the verge, also to write to the Post Office requesting they stop parking there. Also to report the broken pipe to WCC. The chairman to speak to the owners of the taxi business.

The order of the meeting was altered to allow planning application 16/00073/FUL (received after the publication of the agenda) to be considered at this point for the benefit of members of the public present.

a)   SDWP and proposed urban extension

Proposal:
 Outline planning application for a sustainable mixed-use urban extension comprising: up-to 800 dwellings; commercial development (Class B uses); a primary school; a mixed use local centre (comprising Class A uses including local retail facilities and public house, Class C2 use (care home), and Class D1 uses including a community hall and police post); open space and landscaping; playing fields, a multi-use games area, and children's play areas; allotments land; cemetery land; wildlife area; diverted public rights of way; and associated infrastructure. Detailed approval is sought for access arrangements from Worcester Road (449)/Townsend Way, with all other matters to be reserved.

Recommendation – The chairman noted she had submitted a holding response recommending refusal and detailing the points raised in previous discussions. The large number of responses was noted. The WCC highways recommendation requesting an audit of the highways model and a letter from Mr Winwood expressing concerns regarding increased traffic and flooding of the proposed cemetery site were read out. The matter was discussed and attention drawn to the impact on the surrounding junctions and road network. It was agreed the chairman’s response covered most of the points of concern but should be amended to emphasize the impact of additional traffic on Stocks Lane and Madresfield Lane.

Following discussion the view was taken that having pursued the matter with the police, county council and safer roads partnership and having purchased a dedicated VAS sign, the parish council had taken every action open to it. The possibility of obtaining hand held cameras for citizen use was considered. After discussion the chairman proposed this should not be pursued and it was agreed unanimously. It was agreed that the matter should again be referred to the safer roads partnership.
