3. Minutes: It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 3rd December 2015 were  a true and accurate record.

4. District and County Councillors reports
Cllr Tucker reported that the planning application for Hill and Moor Meadows had been approved at the recent Wychavon planning meeting although further comment from Highways on the entrance was awaited. She had reservations about the recent application for the agricultural building at Lower End Farm but would keep a watching eye on the conditions to make sure that they were being adhered to. The application at Hill and Moor Meadows would bear similar scrutiny although it was noted that there was an excess of vehicles on the adjacent site as they were waiting to move onto the new site when permission had been finalised. 
On County Council matters, Cllr Tucker reported that a new Leader had been elected following the resignation of Cllr Adrian Hardman. Budget setting would take place imminently but had been dealt a blow as funding from Central Government was lower than expected by £11M. 

5. Progress reports





a) Playing Field: Cllr Bell reported that Sandfields had agreed to continue cutting the playing field for 2016. 



b) Play area: It was confirmed that the lengthsman was carrying out regular checks.

d) PACT News: Cllr P. Jeanes was now in receipt of the details of the upcoming meeting on the 20th January. 





e) Flood / Drainage: A meeting had been planned for the 18th January to discuss the Lower Moor drainage system. Cllr Saunders agreed to attend. 







f) Footpaths: Cllr Bell reported that many of the parish’s footpaths were getting muddy in the wet weather. 






g) Village Hall:  A meeting of trustees was planned for next week. Cllr A. Jeanes agreed to attend. 


h) Neighbourhood Watch: Nothing to report





i) Landfill Site:  The next meeting would take place in March. 
j) Lengthsman: It was agreed to approach the Lengthsman to ascertain whether he wished to continue beyond the end of March when the current year’s contract expired. 
k) New Homes Bonus: Nothing to report. 
l) Hill & Moor Facebook page: This was currently somewhat inactive. Cllr P. Jeanes offered to help maintain the page and Cllr Bell would forward on the Login details. 
m) Newsletter items: A note would be included in the newsletter to remind motorists to park responsibly on Cherry Orchard Road, as there had recently been some instances where cars parked on the pavement and residents with pushchairs had had to walk round in the road to get past. Other items for inclusion would be Field Day and the Parish Games. 
6. Planning
a) New planning applications:
· W/15/03047/OU:   Land off Bridge Street, Lower Moor


Proposal: Two new build 4 bedroom houses on land at Lower End Farm, adjacent to Bridge Street. Variation of condition 16 of planning permission W/14/00391/OU to allow an increased ridge height to 7.7m

The Council had no comment on this application.

Lower End Farm, Bridge Street

Proposal: Application for prior approval notification for agricultural building - pack house

The Council had no comment on this application.

7. To discuss the mower and estimated repair bill

The Council had received an estimate for repair for the existing mower which had run into thousands of pounds.  It was resolved that it would not be economical to repair and the mower would be returned to the Council and arrangements made for it to be sold. Discussions took place on the purchase of a replacement mower in due course, and Cllr P. Jeanes agreed to make investigations. 
8. To respond to the consultation on Wychavon District Council’s Draft Sex Establishment Licensing Policy
The Council had no comment on the consultation. 
9. To discuss Field Day


Field Day had been a great success in 2015 featuring a bouncy castle, barbecue and an It’s A Knockout competition among other attractions. The organisation Fields In Trust would send a box of supplies to help run a Field Day, including items such as medals to award to participants of events.  Cllr Bell explained that she would be unable to continue to organise Field Day due to other commitments and the Council would have to appeal for volunteers to help if the event was to continue. Cllrs Saunders and P. Jeanes said that they would help. If the event could be staged, the likely date would be the 4th or 11th June 2016. 
10. To discuss Councillor Training

Training sessions were available on 18th January, 15th February and 14th March ’16. It was agreed to book the new Councillors onto the training with the Council meeting the cost.
