3. Minutes: It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 14th January 2016 were  a true and accurate record.

4. District and County Councillors reports
Cllr Tucker reported that she had not received an update on the replacement of the damaged barriers at Badgers Hill. 

She reported that Wychavon were setting their budgets and looked likely to be able to recover from the Central Government cuts. 

The County Council would be able to keep its head above water for the coming year but this would take all available contingency funds and the following year would present very difficult financial decisions. They were currently awaiting additional information on funds but this was not likely to be available before they would need to set their Council Tax requirement. 
5. Progress reports





a) Playing Field: Cllr Bell noted that the field would benefit from being rolled and the hedge on the boundary with Cherrymead being cut. Cllr Hartley agreed to approach a local farmer who had suitable equipment to roll the field. Cllr Bell would find out who owned the hedge and who cut it last. The lengthsman would also be asked to have a look at the hedge. 
b) Play area: An email indicated that the playground inspection had taken place on the 4th February.

c) Mowing: The mower had returned to the container.  







d) PACT News: Cllr P. Jeanes reported that there were concerns over the traffic that would be generated  during the music festival in May and the air show in June. The next PACT meeting would take place on the 30th March. 




e) Flood / Drainage: Cllr Saunders had attended the meeting on the 18th January and his report had been circulated.  







f) Footpaths: Nothing to report.






g) Village Hall:  A meeting of trustees was planned for next week. Cllr A. Jeanes had attended the recent meeting and reported that a grant had been won to provide additional equipment. The next project would be to refurbish the hall kitchen. The planned table-top sale had been cancelled. 


h) Neighbourhood Watch: Nothing to report. Cllr P. Jeanes would ask how NW links in with PACT. 

i) Landfill Site:  Nothing to report. 

j) Lengthsman: A parishioner had reported a drainage problem at Hill and the lengthsman had attended to try to alleviate the problem. It appeared that surface water was unable to cross the road to discharge into the ditch and was ponding on the opposite side of the road.  

k) New Homes Bonus: Nothing to report. 

l) Hill & Moor Facebook page: It was noted that an up-to-date Facebook page would help the Council interact with parishioners and find out their views. Cllr Bell would forward on the Login details to Cllr Jeanes.
