Planning decisions received from MHDC


None
It was noted that the Bank House application has been passed subject to agreement between the ward councillors and the planners.
6.
To consider Hilary Thompson’s paper on PC planning process
The paper had been circulated and the points raised were discussed. It was agreed that the role of the parish council is not to judge applications against planning policy frameworks but to recommend approval or refusal based on common sense reflecting the view of parishioners. A system whereby different councillors look at different aspects of plans was suggested, but it was agreed this would be impractical and that the current system should continue. It was also agreed that since 
Highways adopt very strict criteria, in the vast majority of cases the opinion of an independent highways consultant would not be worth the cost to the parish. The parish council thanked Ms Thompson for her observations and suggestions but agreed to continue with current procedures for dealing with planning applications.
7. 
Report of Neighbourhood Planning Group
Peter King had provided a report detailing the results of the NDP questionnaire and this had been circulated.  The results provide a strong evidence base for the Neighbourhood Plan and can be taken into account when considering s106. The parish council thanked Mr King for all his time and work so far on the NDP. The next stage will be to produce the plan and hold a public meeting.
8.
Section 106 suggestions
The list of suggestions for s106 funding was discussed and is was agreed that the order of priority should be:

1 - Layby for the bus opposite The Royal Oak

2 - Layby for the bus stop opposite Suffield Close
3 - Footpath and cycle path between Leigh Sinton and Malvern (Dyson Perrins)
4 - "Turn Left" slip road on the Malvern Rd/Hereford Rd junction in Leigh Sinton
5 - A crossing on Malvern Road/A4103 to make it safer for children walking to school
6 - A footpath from Hop Pole Green to Castle Green Farm drive

7 - Footway and cycle path from Leigh Sinton the Memorial Hall

8 - Footway and cycle path from Leigh Sinton to Bransford

The pedestrian crossing at the Bank House was taken off the list as it is being considered by District Councillors as part of the Bank House development. 

Mr Sharp agreed to speak to the Head of Leigh & Bransford Primary regarding the possible use of s106 funds in relation to developments at the school. Mr Seymour agreed to speak to representatives of Leigh & Bransford Badgers. 
9.
Parish council website update

The proposal from James Monk had been circulated for consideration. Mr Seymour proposed it be accepted, Mr Gloster seconded and it was agreed unanimously. Mr Sharp to progress the matter.
10. 
A.O.B
Mr Porter reported that a footpath sign close to Leigh Church needs repair. Mr Porter to report on the WCC site or contact Mr Saunder (PPW).

Mr Sharp suggested the parish participate in ‘Clean for the Queen’ and it was agreed by all. MHDC can provide equipment. The clerk to contact MHDC to find out when the equipment is available. Mr Sharp to contact the local scouts, guides, WI etc to suggest they get involved. 

Mr Sharp reported he has been looking at drainage issues in the parish with the MHDC drainage officer.
