County Councillor Grove reminded us that council tax will rise
                         by 2% and a further 1.94% on the adult social care budget,

                         making a grand total of 3.94% which equates to £42.00 

                         increase on band D properties (average) for 2016/2017.


Adult social care takes up one third of all revenue, followed


closely by Childrens’ Services.


£29 million has been found towards the target of £37million


in savings for 2016/2017.

Kem Pugh noted our concerns and promised to investigate and reply to us as soon as possible.

a) Treasurer’s Report.
      The Lloyds bank statement for January 31st 2016 had not 
       been received in time. All payments were agreed 
       by all Councillors present.
b) Clerk’s Report.  
A copy had been given to each member. Not much to report this month. The Hill Top situation will be discussed in section 14.
c) Public Land Officer’s Report. 
The December/Jan report had not been received in time for the last meeting, however, it had been emailed to all Councillors during the recess.

Peter Parkes has reported that emptying of the litter bin in Broadwas village is causing problems due to dog mess bags not being secured properly. Their contents are mixing with rain water and leaking through the bottom of the black bags that have holes in the bottom of them. All in all, not a very pleasant job to have to do. This could be alleviated if the litter bin had a lid on it. The Clerk was instructed to obtain prices for a new bin. 

Peter had had use of a vibrating roller and used it on part of the track’s surface to break down the large stones and in his opinion, the job had been a success. He intends to repeat the process in due course
The bench on Broad Green needs sanding down and repainting.
d) Berryfield Report.
Broadwas School will not be renewing the grass cutting with Meadowfields, which expires at the end of March. The Clerk was asked to contact the Secretary to discuss alternatives.

Bank Mandate

Confirmation has been received from Lloyds Bank allowing 5 members to sign as agreed at the Annual Parish Meeting in May.


The amended mandate for NS & I had not been received and another one will need completing.

  16/025          Funding applications received.

At this point, Councillors White and Pearce left the meeting.

1. Lower Teme Valley Parochial Church Council for funding towards a £40K project at Cotheridge, St. Leonards Church
for the installation of a W.C.,kitchen facilities and associated work. £27K had already been raised with funds of £9K by the Parochial Church Council and £18K from grants, leaving an amount of £13K to be found.
The Parish Council was happy to contribute a figure within its 137 (Free Resource) budget for this year. The Clerk did not have the exact figure to hand but guessed at circa £1800 still available to use. All 5 Councillors were in agreement to use these monies (once confirmed) and suggested the second request for funding towards the cost of servicing of garden equipment used for maintaining the churchyards be deferred until April 2016.
                      Councillors White and Pearce re-joined the meeting.

2.  An amount of £200 was unanimously agreed to donate to the  production of the Footprints magazine.

It was agreed that funding from the Parish Council will be delivered in the form of a grant, in the region of circa £500.

She had shown great enthusiasm to make the event successful and the Clerk will arrange a meeting with her, her friend and the nominated working party (Councillors White and Dale-see minute entry 16/012 b).

Despite efforts from our County Councillor Phil Grove who met with agents from various statutory bodies i.e. Parish Council, District Council, Hereford & Worcsester Fire Services, Regulatory Services, on site in November 2015 to bring this on-going problem of fly tipping, the burning of rubbish( car tyres etc.) and damage caused to fences by horses, to a satisfactory conclusion.

With this in mind, the Clerk has been liaising with both parties to arrange a meeting and hopefully, will have some positive news to report to the next Parish Council meeting in March.

15/00708/OUT. 13.7.2015. Mr. Peter Burgoyne, Field Ridge ,Bromyard Road, Cotheridge WR6 5LP for:

Outline application with all matters reserved except details of access, for the erection of B1/B8 development at Field Ridge following demolition of existing buildings and restoration of land at Upper Howsen Farm.Response: The Parish Council does not regard the statement of ‘demolition of existing buildings and restoration of land at Upper Howsen Farm’ relevant in any respect to this application therefore our original comments remain valid. This will be ratified at the next PC meeting on 14.9.2015. 

15/00621CLE  Mr & Mrs R D Rogers for an Application for a Lawful Development Certificate for an existing use of the buildings and land (not included in planning permission 04/01714/FUL) granted Nov 2014 for B2(General Industrial) use at Little Lightwood Farm, Lightwood Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LT. RESPONSE The Parish Council is not satisfied with the completeness and accuracy of the information in the Statutory Declaration. It finds it questionable that D&L Contractors (now in receivership/voluntary liquidation) were carrying on a business with a B2 classification without consent. During the last 12 months, the Parish Council has received numerous complaints relating to this business including noise, air and light pollution and site traffic. If this Certificate of Lawfulness would result in a resurgence of these problems then a refusal would be our recommendation.
15/00883/OUT 15.7.2015. Land between Church Lane and Broadwas Primary School Broadwas for ‘Outline application, with all matters reserved for a residential development of up to 25 dwellings of which 40% are to be affordable dwellings. With associated new access and car parking, on-site biodiversity area and public open space. Applicant Wolverley Homes Ltd. RESPONSE
Whilst the concept of supplying affordable housing in the village is, without doubt, agreeable, before this substantially more ambitious project of 25 houses (App.No.15/00883/OUT) which encroaches on open agricultural countryside, is considered for approval, the PC would wish to see the three previously approved/submitted applications (13/01209/FUL,14/01682/FUL,13/01224/FUL) started, completed and occupied.

In all, the current applications would potentially increase the housing in the village by some 30 to 33% which the PC consider to be unsustainable growth.

Contrary to the Statement of Community Involvement submitted with the application, this recommendation has been formulated without any consultation with the developers with respect to this site. It is, of course, ancillary to the jurisdiction of the statutory agencies, who will consider the possible problems which fall within their remit, concerning; traffic, sewage and surface water disposal and proximity of heritage (i.e. listed buildings) and wildlife sites.

On this basis we recommend refusal of outline planning permission.

Further to our previous response, we would like to draw your attention to certain aspects of the Paper submitted by PRP Consultants dated 6th October 2015 PRP Ref14-20.
 
1. Section 1.0 Cumulative Impact.  There is some confusion with the reference to 'The Council', this can be misconstrued as referring to the Parish Council, whereas it, in fact, is meant to refer to Malvern Hills District Council. Therefore the first four paragraphs of this section have no relevance to the Parish Council or the submission.
 
2. Section 1.0 paragraph 5 beginning 'When one looks'. This paragraph refers to there being 232 dwellings in the Parish. This number is incorrect.  It is in fact 160 dwellings.
 
3. Section 1.0 paragraph 6 beginning ' Broadwas in terms of its number of houses'. The content of this paragraph equally lead to the fact that it could be argued that the characteristics of Broadwas are more aligned to a category 3 village in that it is smaller than a lot of other category 3 villages and because it does not have a shop.

 4. Section 1.0 paragraph 7 beginning with ''Overall, it is considered etc.'. This has not been proved.
 
5. Section 2. 'Consultation with Parish Council'. Notwithstanding the comments made in this section, the statements in our original response remain valid, i.e. no meeting with regard to this development has taken place at any time between the Parish Council and Wolverley Homes.
