District Councillors’ report: Cllr Chambers reported that the SWDP had been approved on   25th February. The SWDP carried full weight from the date of adoption and the rate of construction was likely to increase during the life of the plan. Changes to the membership of the development control committees were being considered with some members not being on the committee but with the right to speak on local applications. There was some discussion about tree preservation orders and both Cllrs Godwin and Chambers offered to assist with any issues.

Village Hall: The clerk had received the completed agreement to loan the hall committee £7,000 to fund a new boiler. The chairman of the hall management committee would request the funds when necessary.
SWDP: See MHDC members report. 
Broadheath Common: Some tree work had been undertaken on the common by Western Power.
Vicarage Green: Mr Steel had received a quote of £2,960 to complete the path across the Vicarage Green and a further £1,180 to complete an additional length. It was proposed Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wattis and resolved that an order should be placed for the construction of the paths.
Defribrillators: The scheme will be discussed on the return of Mr Bass. 
Purchase of land / MUGA: The item was deferred until the meeting on 9th May, 2016
Suspension of Standing Orders: Several members of public were concerned about the proposal to locate a MUGA on the church field. Mrs Faiers (Acting Chairman for this item) explained that the proposal was to address needs identified by residents in the parish plan. However nothing had been decided and residents were asked to let the council have their views on how additional sports facilities could be provided in the village. All representations, including those already received will be carefully considered at the meeting on 9th May, 2016.  When the Council had a concrete proposal for consideration it would hold a public meeting to allow all residents the opportunity to comment.
