The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 18 January were proposed by Mr Patterson, seconded by Mrs Lewis and approved unanimously.

Mr Everitt (PPW) confirmed there were no new issues to report.

County/District Councillor

Monksfield Lane 

Mr Wells reported that he had asked for application 15/01714/FUL to be taken to committee because of concerns about additional traffic on the single-track road and noted WCC Highways will we widening the entrance to the lane with a contribution from his delegated budget. 

SWDP 

Cllr Wells explained his decision to vote in favour of the SWDP, noting that having a plan in place would help end speculative applications and that the important thing now is to work to ensure the development is the best it can be for local people. He expressed concern that if it the Newland application goes to the southern area development control committee he will not be involved in discussions and asked the parish council to consider requesting that it is decided by full council.

The chairman summarised that the main concerns of the parish council are transport infrastructure and drainage. Mr Everitt added also the impact on traffic to the waste disposal site. It was noted that the consultant’s report on the roundabout is yet to be published.


Stocks Lane 


Following a request from Mr Winwood he has visited Stocks Lane with a WCC Highways officer. Highways have agreed to replace missing marker posts.


Level Crossing lighting

The chairman explained the situation noting that Network Rail is looking into the matter, but progress is slow. They have agreed to install a manual override switch to turn the lights off after the last train – at 11.30pm – but this is not an adequate solution and the lights need to be lowered and cowled. Mr Wells agreed to follow the matter up.

b) Neighbourhood plan 
Mrs Lewis had attended a training session where it had been suggested a professional consultant be hired. The issue of whether to proceed with the production of a plan was discussed. It was suggested that a letter be distributed to residents explaining neighbourhood plans, asking if they would like one for the parish and if so, if they would be prepared to get involved in producing it. It was agreed that letters requesting expressions of interest be distributed and responses sought in time for further discussion at the next meeting.
c) Lighting at the level crossing, Stocks Lane
Discussed under item 15/16
d) Condition of grass verge – Worcester Road
The chairman and Mr Brienza (WCC Highways) had both spoken with the owners of the taxi firm and the clerk had contacted the Post Office requesting that vehicles not be driven over the verge. The situation to be monitored and reviewed at the next meeting.
e) Speeding on Stocks 
The matter had been discussed under item 15/16. It was agreed that the only possible further action open to the parish council would be to install white ‘village gates’, though this had previously been discounted by highways on the grounds of no suitable location for installation. The clerk to raise the matter again with Mr Brienza.

f) Missing railing – Townsend Way
The problem had been reported by the clerk and individually by Mrs Lewis, who had received a reply stating the matter was being looked into. She agreed to circulate the email for the benefit of other councillors.
