A welcome to the Annual meeting was given by A Bingham – chairman to the Parish Council.


Andy Ford from Wychavon planning policy team gave a presentation on the advantages for a Neighbourhood Plan and answered questions on the subject afterwards.

The main points are summarized as follows;

· The SWDP was adopted in February by Wychavon and speculative developments are no longer causing as much concern.
· Neighbourhood plans were introduced in 2012 and in 2014 Hanbury’s interest in a neighbourhood plan resulted in the designation of a neighbourhood area.

· After a draft plan is drawn up, consultation is sought and then an examination and the plan then concludes in a public referendum.

· A neighbourhood plan adds local details and control over where development can take place.  It is a land use document and is therefore different to the Parish Plan document.  Its content is based on evidence via consultation.

· £9k in grants is available per plan, although the actual costs for producing a plan can be substantially higher.

· If a neighbourhood plan is put in place, then the relevant parish can benefit by receiving 25% of any cil (Community Infrastructure Levy) and not 10%.

· Andy Ford noted that any development in Hanbury was limited by the green belt and open countryside and the only areas suitable for development would be adjacent to the village development zone, which is a very limited area in the Parish.
