Cricket and football clubs

AB Cricket Club

John Alexander from ABCC contacts the parish council with prices for the new changing rooms and asks if the planning application can be done by the parish council.  
Clare Stallard suggested that the parish council could consider replacing the pavilion on the recreation ground in its entirety as per the plans from 2007 – village hall feasibility report – this would provide a better facility than the one suggested by ABCC.  There are suitable grants available to fund this project. The Council agreed to have a site meeting to discuss this proposal.
It was noted that complaints about the rubbish left by the cricket club have been received.

Football pitch in Hanbury. The contract has been received by The Bell FC and the match schedule received by HPC. 
Unfortunately the pitch is too short – and the club needs to add 20m to the pitch.  They are willing to do the work themselves to enable them to use it next season, but are unable to use the pitch this season.

It was agreed that the parish council would consider the suggestion of increasing the football pitch size at the October meeting.
