Street Lights
· It has now been confirmed by E-on that they will be undertaking works in Ferry Lane, Laurels Rd and Leasowes Road from 20th to 22nd April.  They have apologised for the delay which was partially due to the suppliers of the LED lamps going into liquidation but they have stated that although the lamps they will be fitting may not be as warm a light as previously supplied they are willing to return to change to a different type when alternative suppliers have been found.  Their apology included the comment that they had failed to keep the PC informed and that they would absorb any increases in pricing due to poor service.

Certificate of lawfulness existing – for the use of barn/workshop for repair/storage of commercial vehicle, cars, plant, tractors, machinery etc.  Storage and sales of stock. Use of area to rear of barn for parking and preparation of commercial vehicles, plant, tractors, machinery, hire vehicles, equipment, sales of stock including building materials etc. Use of remaining area – mixed domestic and sui-generis.

OPC comment:
· Concerns were raised that adjoining properties had not been notified of this application.

· OPC request that the conservation officer visit the site to be able to provide an informed view on this application.

· Whilst it is appreciated that a commercial business has run from these premises it is felt that the nature of the business operation as detailed within the statement of fact should be more specific and that of the size and number of vehicles operating from the site should be restricted. Milburgh House is a listed building within the conservation area of Offenham, in a residential area at the heart of the village.

· There is some confusion about the location plan in that it is assumed that the application for Certificate of Lawfulness relates to the shaded area only when the site as a whole appears to be used for business purposes together with the overspill of vehicles on to the car park belonging to the Village Hall.
