Cllr. Grove was thanked for arranging the new pavement at Taberness Close.

The road surface at Stone Farm will receive a new gully and drain.

Debris from the recent road accident at Holly Cottage needs removing. The Clerk will arrange.

Mr. and Mrs. Simpson of Simpson Estates, thanked the Parish Council for allowing them to introduce themselves as the new owners of Little Lightwood Farm, Cotheridge together with their son Andrew who now lives there. They wanted the Parish Council to know that their intentions are to work closely with it and local residents, to promote a more harmonious

relationship. Already they have switched off security lighting that had caused light pollution and reduced the number of heavy vehicles entering and exiting the site. Retrospective planning permission is also being sought ( see Planning Report). They expressed their distress regarding the anonymous compilation and distribution of a damning leaflet directed at the use and misuse of the site.
The Parish Council was asked had it heard from Severn Trent regarding the new pumping station. It had not, however, the Clerk will request an update.

Minutes of a meeting at the Environment Agency, Mance House, Arthur Drive, Hoo Farm Ind Est, Worcester Road,Kidderminster DY11 7RA

On Monday 11th April 2016 at approx 9.30 am

In attendance:  Representatives from:

The Environment Agency, Worcestershire Regulatory Services, Birmingham Anglers Association, West Mercia Police, local residents, land owners (one, by means of a conference call) and Broadwas & Cotheridge Parish Council.

The Chair thanked everyone for attending and a discussion ensued.

Objective:  To discuss and consider a solution for 

1. The removal of the horses from Mr. Tomkins’ land. 

2. The removal of all fly tipping material on both land owners’ sites.

3. To secure the entrance to Mr. Tomkins’ land.
It soon became obvious that everyone had the same goal in mind, that being, to restore the area of land at Hill Top, Cotheridge back to its previous status after years of abuse by unknown third parties.  Mr. Tomkins confirmed that other than an initial payment of £800 in 2002 he had not received any remuneration from the owner of the horses for them to be grazed on his land and that no contract existed either formal or informal for the land to be used by third parties.
 After a discussion lasting in excess of 3 hours, the following actions were agreed by all parties:  

1. Environment agency to supply list of suitable contractors to carry our work

2. Parish to obtain quotations on behalf of each land owner, each landowners proportion would benefit from using a single contractor.

3. Landowners to agree to costs related to their property
4 Civil proceedings to begin to remove the horses on Mr. Tomkins’ behalf. Guidance has been sought on how to achieve this and with the help of the Police and NFU. Notices issued by land owners will be placed on Mr. Tomkins’ and adjacent land, giving the owners of the horses 96 hours for their removal.

5 The rubbish resulting from fly tipping on both sites will be removed by the instructed contractor 

6.As the contractor leaves site they will block access to B.A.A. site and the lane to Mr. Tomkins land. The B.A.A. have agreed they will abandon use of carpark for a period to ensure situation does not return. The B.A.A. retain all rights of access they currently have and at some time in future will reinstate the carpark’s use, this may be for a period of years until we are sure we can prevent any recurrence.
It was agreed that copies of these minutes would be distributed to all who took part in the discussion.
