3. Minutes: It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 3rd March 2016 were a true and accurate record.

4. District and County Councillors reports
Cllr Tucker reported that the County Council was working on implementing a community bus that would provide a service to replace some of the lost route since First Buses had cut their services. The favoured suggestion was a route that went between Evesham, Charlton, Fladbury and Hill and Moor, turning at the roundabout. It was hoped that this could be put in place relatively quickly and in the short term would be a pilot project paid for by County Councillor Divisional Funds. If the pilot was successful it would need local funding in order to continue. Timetables were awaited and would be circulated on receipt. 
She reported that she had had another conversation with the District Council about local drainage projects. It appeared that further drainage work was on the backburner as the work to date had been successful. It had been suggested that some of the County Council’s backlog of work could be done but Cllr Tucker was reluctant to see the parish’s funds used for projects that should really be funded by the county. She would report back to the District Council that the Parish Council wished to consider its options and see what came out of discussions with the developer regarding drainage work which formed part of proposals for development behind Chestnut Close. 
Cllr Tucker reported that she had attended the recent PACT meeting and a meeting with the organisers of the Music Festival on Throckmorton Airfield. 
5. Progress reports





a) Playing Field: The reseeded area of the field was growing well. Cllr Hartley reported that the field had been rolled. The hedge had been cut. 
b) Play area: The play inspection had been completed and the report received. Cllr Jeanes had visited the play area recently and had noted a couple of omissions from the issued report. These to be pointed out to RoSPA. 
c) Mowing: Cllr Yarnold reported that Sandfields had agreed to mow the field once a fortnight and had started mowing for the new season. 
d) PACT: Nothing to report.  



e) Flood / Drainage: Nothing further to report at present. 



f) Footpaths: Nothing to report


g) Village Hall:  The heater was being fixed. The next meeting would take place in May. 


h) Neighbourhood Watch: CSO Simon Hall confirmed that he would be unable to run a NW intitiative due to his current workload, but if a volunteer from the community could be found to do the leg work he would be happy to come and give advice. Cllr Saunders to make further enquiries into what was involved. 
i) Landfill Site:  Cllr Betteridge reported from the March meeting. Minor breaches had been dealt with successfully. The Hartlebury incinerator was imminent. 

j) Lengthsman: There had been a small underspend on the available funds for 2015/16. 
k) New Homes Bonus: Nothing further to report.  
l) Hill & Moor Facebook page: Nothing further to report at the moment.  
m) Newsletter: The Spring Newsletter had been printed and distributed.  Sponsorship had been obtained from the Mello Festival for part of the printing costs. 
6. Planning
a) New planning applications:

· W/16/00708/PN:   Warren Brook, Bridge Street, Lower Moor


Proposal: Proposed dormer house. Variation of conditions 6 and 8 of planning permission W/14/01746/PN to substitute the use of block paviors with stone chippings on the driveway

The Council had no comment on this application. 

· W/16/00649/PN:  Land off Bridge Street, Lower Moor 
Proposal: Two 4 bedroom houses and garages together with new access arrangements and other ancillary works
It was noted that the houses would be larger that those already approved on the site, but that they would be set back from the road and not out of character with the existing properties in Bridge Street. It was resolved that the Council supported the application. Cllr Betteridge would prepare a response. 
b) Wychavon District Council Decisions:  There were none. 
c) Planning Correspondence and Information: There was none. 
7. To respond to the consultation on the Draft Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document: The Council resolved to comment that it opposed development in the Green Belt or Areas of Outstanding National Beauty and that it did not support the charge levied on developments of fewer than 5 houses as it unfairly disadvantaged smaller developers. 


8. To respond to the consultation on the Traveller and Travelling Showpeople Site Allocations Development Plan Document (DPD) - Preferred Options:  The Council had no comment to make on the consultation. 

9. To discuss the Annual Parish Meeting: It was agreed that flyers would be printed and distributed to households in the parish. Cllrs Yarnold and Bell would contact village organisations and ask if they could present reports. A presentation on the proposed development off Chestnut Close would take place from 6.15pm. Cllrs Bell and A. Jeanes agreed to do the refreshments.  
10. To confirm the payment of subscriptions for the Parish Games 2016: The Council resolved to meet the £60 cost of the fee for the Parish Games. 
11. To discuss the options for mowing the playing field: Cllr Jeanes presented costs of various cutting options which were discussed by the Council. At present, Sandfields were willing to cut the grass on the field for the season, so the Council had time to formulate its long-term plan for the cutting of the field. Cllr Jeanes agreed to look into the disposal of the old mower. 
12. To discuss removal of the detritus on the playing field from the bonfire: It was suggested that a skip be hired for the waste to be loaded into, and that this would be an opportune time to go through the contents of the container. The working area of the field would need to be cordoned off with barriers or barrier tape and the lengthsman would be asked if he was able to provide this. Cllr Jeanes asked if it would be acceptable to remove the chicken wire from the fence around the playing field as it was difficult to keep the grass around the perimeter of the field tidy – enquiries would be made to find out the reason it had been installed in the first place. 
13.   Finance: To report on the financial situation of the Parish Council and to approve cheques for payment.

14. Correspondence for Information: An invitation had been received from the County Council to put forward items for their Scrutiny Panel to consider. An invitation had been received from the District Council to a briefing of the SWDP on 12th April. 

15. Clerk’s report: It was reported that there was a line of deep ruts on a section of the playing field where a tractor had gone across to cut the top of the adjacent hedge. Cllr Bell would ask a local farmer if he had a harrow to level out the ruts. The sides of the hedge had been cut by the Parish Council’s contractor. 
The organisers of the Mello Festival at Throckmorton Airfield were offering free stalls at the festival to local charities. 

Fladbury Parish Council had asked if a representative for Hill and Moor could join meetings about the glasshouses off the A44. Cllr P. Jeanes agreed. 
16. Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda: Cllr Bell reported that the pub had shut. County Cllr Tucker suggested that it could be registered as a Community Asset. For the next agenda, items for discussion would include an application for trees from the Woodland Trust, and arrangements for Field Day.
