1. Election of the Chairman: Cllr P. Jeanes nominated Cllr Yarnold as Chairman. The nomination was seconded by Cllr Betteridge. There were no other nominations and Cllr Yarnold was duly elected as Chairman and signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office. 
2. Apologies: Apologies had been received from County and District Cllr L. Tucker. 

3. To receive Declarations of Interest: There were none. 
4. Election of the Vice-Chairman: Cllr Betteridge nominated Cllr P. Jeanes as Vice-Chairman. The nomination was seconded by Cllr Saunders. There were no other nominations and Cllr P. Jeanes was duly elected as Vice-Chairman.

5. To confirm or amend the bank signatories: Cllrs A. Jeanes and Betteridge confirmed they were happy to continue. Cllr Yarnold to be added to the mandate. 
6. To confirm the calendar of meetings: The meeting dates were confirmed as follows.

7. To confirm or appoint representatives to outside bodies

a) PACT: Cllr P. Jeanes; a request to be sent asking for the agenda in advance. There was some doubt as to the usefulness of these meetings.

8. Minutes: It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 7th April 2016 were a true and accurate record.  

9. District and County Councillors reports:  Cllr Tucker was not present. Cllr P. Jeanes reported on his investigations with regard to lorries parking on land by the roundabout. Cllr Yarnold reported that he had been unable to attend a meeting concerning the Northern Link Road but that an update would be requested from Cllr Tucker at the next meeting. 
10. Progress reports: for information





a) Playing Field: The cost of a skip would be added to the next agenda. A request had been made to use the cricket pitch but the Councillors were not sure what state it was in so it was agreed to ask the enquirer (who presumably is a cricketer) to meet up at the pitch and assess its condition.  The Councillors discussed the difficulties with parking and the priorities for the car park, most specifically when an event at the Village Hall coincided with an event on the field. Cllr Yarnold would try and clarify definitive ownership of the area. On other matters, Cllr Yarnold asked if the dip in the football goal area could be attended to. 
b) Play area: The lengthsman had sorted out some of the problems that had been identified on the recent playground inspection, the rest to be organised. 
c) Mowing: The grass would need cutting on the Friday before Field Day. 
It was agreed to list the defunct mower on EBay for sale. 







d) PACT News: Nothing to report. 






e) Flood / Drainage: Nothing to report. 







f) Footpaths: It was noted that the footpath by the new traveller site was getting overgrown from the bus stop to Maytree Road. 






g) Village Hall: Nothing to report this time.

j) Lengthsman: Nothing to report. 
k) New Homes Bonus: It was agreed that this would be added to the July agenda to decide what to look into and who would do it.  
l) Hill & Moor Facebook page: Cllr P. Jeanes now had access to the page. Some items for inclusion were discussed and the need to advertise in the local Five Alive magazine. 
m) Newsletter items: The next deadline to be ascertained. 
11. Planning
a) New planning applications:
W/16/00779/PN:   Land off Blacksmiths Lane, Lower Moor


Proposal: Residential development of 11 dwellings, including associated access, garaging and landscaping

The application had only been notified earlier in the day so, in view of this short notice, the application would be discussed at the June meeting, to give an opportunity for residents to be made aware of it. 

b) To receive Decision Notices: There were none. 
c) To receive Planning Correspondence and Information: Cllrs A. Jeanes, P. Jeanes and Yarnold had attended the Planning Enforcement training the previous day but had not come away invigorated by the achievements of the department, which had served 20 notices for planning contraventions from 700 complaints. With this in mind, the Council resolved to make a written request for action on the incorrectly located chalet at Hill and Moor Meadows.  
12. To discuss arrangements for Field Day: Cllr Saunders reported that £170 of funding had been secured and he was awaiting confirmation that the fire service could attend with a fire engine. A leaflet drop to households was planned in advance of the event and the voucher booklet was making good progress. 
13. To discuss an application to the Woodland Trust for a Tree Pack: It was agreed to request a Hedge Pack for autumn delivery sufficient to populate 80 linear metres. 
14. To discuss an increase in the Clerk’s salary to spinal point 21: It was agreed to increase the Clerk’s salary to spinal point 21 from the 1st April 2016. 
15. To discuss a new Parish Notice Board: Cllr Yarnold had investigated suitably sized replacement notice boards. The Clerk to send details of suppliers. 
16. Finance: To report on the financial situation of the Parish Council and to approve cheques for payment.

The Council resolved to approve the cheques for payment. 

17. Correspondence for Information: There was none. 
18. Clerk’s report: The Clerk reported on the process to register a building as a community asset. It was agreed to start the process for the Chestnut Tree pub.
19. Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda: Cllr Jeanes noted that a plan needed to be made for the bus shelter as the perspex panels were falling out. He also reported that the flower barrel at village entrance was disintegrating, and suggested it could be replaced with a wood-effect plastic one.  The anaerobic digester needed reporting to the relevant authorities. 
For the next agenda, items for discussion would include the cost of hiring a skip for the playing field and a further review of the trial bus service.  Cllr Yarnold gave his apologies for the June meeting. 
20. Date of next meeting: Thursday 2nd June 2016

The meeting was closed at 9.45pm. 

Public Questions
A parishioner spoke of her difficulties following the cancellation of the bus service and supplied a copy of a letter written to the County Councillor. These echoed the sentiments of other parishioners which included the unreliability of the service and the inadequacy of the connections meaning people spent hours of the day waiting around for buses to get to the towns. It appeared impossible to attend a doctor’s appointment or even to get to work on time every day. The long walk to the nearest stop to the commercial bus was also a problem; many of those who relied on the bus service did so as a medical condition prevented them from driving so the trek to the bus stop was additionally difficult. The Council acknowledged that more work needed to be done to improve the reliability of the service and the practicality of its connections and resolved to discuss it further with the bus company and with Cllr Tucker. 
A businessman attended the meeting and said that he would like to provide a shop for the village and were there any suitable places from which to run one. A previous shop had been run from the pub but given its recent difficulties it was thought that this might be problematic. The Village Hall was suggested. The businessman to email a proposal to Cllr Saunders which Cllr A. Jeanes could then take to the next Village Hall meeting. The proposal for a shop was greatly welcomed.
